Test gauge connections are provided on the
front of the electronic gas control valve (identi-
fied IN for the inlet and OUT for the manifold
side). The control valves have a 3/8" (10mm)
NPT thread inlet and outlet side of the valve
(refer to Figure 1).

Propane tanks are at pressures that will cause
damage to valve components. Verify that the
tanks have step down regulators to reduce the
pressure to safe levels.

The appliance must be isolated from the
gas supply piping system by closing its
equipment shutoff valve during any pressure
testing of the gas supply piping system at
test pressures equal to or less than 1/2
psig (3.5 kPa).

LOCATION

In selecting the location, the aesthetic and
functional use of the appliance are primary
concerns. However, vent system routing to
the exterior and access to the fuel supply are
also important.

Due to high temperatures, the appliance
should be located out of traffic and away from
furniture and draperies (Figure 3).

TYPICAL INSTALLATION SEQUENCE

The typical sequence of installation is outlined
below. However, each installation is unique and
may result in variations to the steps described.

Proper Sizing of Gas Line

Properly size and route the gas supply line
from the supply regulator to the area where the
appliance is to be installed per requirements
outlined in the National Fuel Gas Code, NFPA
54 - latest edition (USA) or CAN/CGA-B149.1
- latest edition (Canada).

Never use galvanized or plastic pipe. Refer to
Table 6 for proper sizing of the gas supply line,
if black iron pipe is being used. Gas lines must
be routed, constructed and made of materials
that are in strict accordance with local codes
and regulations. We recommend thata qualified
individual such as a plumber or gas fitter be
hired to correctly size and route the gas supply
line to the appliance.

Step 4. INSTALL THE VENT SYSTEM
General Information

These instructions should be used as a guideline and do not supersede
local codes in any way. Install venting according to local codes, these
instructions, the current National Fuel Gas Code (ANSI-Z223.1) in the
USA or the current standards of CAN/CGA-B149.1 in Canada.

Ensure clearances are in accordance with local installation codes and
the requirements of the gas supplier.

Use only approved venting components. See Approved Vent
Components on Page 5.

These fireplaces must be vented directly to the outside.

The vent system may not service multiple appliances, and must never
be connected to a flue serving a solid fuel burning appliance. The vent
pipe is tested to be run inside an enclosed wall (such as a chase). There
is no requirement for inspection openings in the enclosing wall at any of
the joints in the vent pipe.

Installation of Vent Restrictor

A vent restrictor may be needed with this appliance. The restrictor is
installed in the appliance top flue outlet as shown in Figure 17, either
before adding vent, from above, or after installation of vent from below,
within the firebox. The restrictor is self securing through a positive
friction fit.

Determine the venting for the appliance. If the vent run will include at
least 8 feet of vertical rise, then install the restrictor in the appliance
collar before connecting any vent (Refer to Figure 18, page 18). Place
the restrictor inside the appliance vent collar and press in place.

NOTE: The restrictor is included within the firebox.

Select Venting System - Horizontal or Vertical

With the appliance secured in framing, determine vent routing and identify
the exterior termination location. The following sections describe vertical
(roof) and horizontal (exterior wall) vent applications. Refer to the section
relating to your installation. A list of approved venting components are
shown on Pages 38 and 39.

Analyze the vent routing and determine the
quantities of vent sections and number of el-
bows required.

To attach a vent component to the appliance
collar, align the dimpled end over the collar,
adjusting the radial alignment until the four
locking dimples are aligned with the inlet of
the four inclined channels on the collar (refer to
Figure 20). Push the vent component against
the collar until it fully engages, then twist the
component clockwise, running the dimples
down and along the incline channels until they
seat at the end of the channels. The unitized
design of the Secure Vent components will
engage and seal both the inner and outer pipe
withoutthe need for sealantorscrews. Ifdesired
a#6 x 1/2" screw may be used at the joint, but
it is not required as the pipe will securely lock
when twisted.

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E. Support the vertical vent run sections -
NOTE: Properventing supportis veryimportant.
The weight of the vent must not be supported
by the fireplace in any degree.

Support the vertical portion of the venting
system every 8 feet (2.4m) above the fireplace
vent outlet. One method of support is by utiliz-
ing field-provided support straps (conventional
plumber's tape). Secure the plumber's tape to
the framing members with nails or screws.
Loop the tape around the vent, securing the
ends of the tape to the framing. If desired,
sheet metal screws #6 x 1/2" length may be
used to secure the support straps to the vent
pipe. See Figure 22.

F.Change vent direction to horizontal/inclined
run - At transition from or to a horizontal/in-
clined run, install the SV4.5E45 and SV4.5E90
elbows in the same manner as the straight vent
sections.

G. Continue installation of horizontal/inclined
sections - Continue with the installation of the
straight vent sections in horizontal/inclined run
as described in Step C. Install support straps
every 5'(1.52 m)along horizontal/inclined vent
runs using conventional plumber’s tape.

Table illustrate the various horizontal venting
configurations that are possible for use with
these appliances. Secure Vent® pipe applica-
tions are shown in these figures; Secure Flex®
pipe may also be used. A Horizontal Vent Table
summarizes each system’s minimum and
maximum vertical and horizontal length values
that can be used to design and install the vent
components in a variety of applications.

Both ofthese horizontal vent systems terminate
through an outside wall.

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Step 7. CONNECTING GAS LINE

Make gas line connections. All codes require a
shut-offvalve mounted inthe supply line. Figure
47 illustrates two methods for connecting the
gas supply. The flex-line method is acceptable
in the U.S., however, Canadian requirements
vary depending on locality. Installation must
be in compliance with local codes. A sediment
trap is recommended in the gas piping within
the home to prevent moisture and debris in the
line from damaging the valve.

These appliances are equipped with a gas flex
line for use (where permitted) in connecting the
unitto the gas line. A gas flex line is provided to
aid in attaching the direct vent appliance to the
gas supply. The gas flex line can only be used
where local codes permit. The flex line is rated
for both natural and propane gas. A manual
shut off valve is also provided with the flex line.

The gas control valve is located in the lower
control compartment.

The gas controls can be found behind the hinged
drop-down panel.

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Step 11. BURNER ADJUSTMENTS

Flame Appearance and sooting

Proper flame appearance is a flame which is
blue atthe base and becomes yellowish-orange
in the body of the flame.

When the appliance is first lit, the entire flame
may be blue and will gradually turn yellowish-
orange during the first 15 minutes of operation.
If the flame remains blue, or if the flame is
orange with evidence of sooting (black tip), the
air shutter opening may need to be adjusted.

If the air shutter opening is closed too far,
sooting may develop. Sooting is indicated by
black puffs developing at the tips of very long
orange flames. Sooting resultsin black deposits
forming on the logs, appliance inside surfaces
and on exterior surfaces adjacent to the vent
termination.

Sooting is caused by incomplete combustion
in the flames and lack of combustion air enter-
ing the air shutter opening. To achieve a warm
yellowish-orange flame with an orange body
that does not soot, the shutter opening must be
adjusted between these two extremes.

Air Shutter Adjustment Guidelines

e |f there is smoke or soot present, first
check the log set positioning to ensure that
the flames are not impinging on any of the
logs. If the log set is properly positioned
and a sooting condition still exists, then the
air shutter opening should be increased.

* Themore offsetsinthe vent system, the larger
the air shutter opening will need to be.

e An appliance operated with the air shutter
opened too far, may have flames that appear
blue and transparent. These weak, blue and
transparent flames are termed anemic.

e Propane models may exhibit flames which
candle or appear stringy. If this is present
and persists, adjust the air shutter to a more
closed position, then operate the appliance
for a few more minutes to ensure that the
flame normalizes and the flames do not
appear sooty.

Remove the slotted cap screw, o-ring,
pressure-regulating adjusting screwand spring.
Retain all parts for possible later use. Install
new components from the kit. Black cap and
red spring for propane gas appliances. Silver
cap and stainless steel spring for natural gas
appliances. Before installing the cap, attach
manometer to the manifold side pressure test
fitting and adjust screw until pressure reads
3.5inches water column (0.87 kPa) for natural
gas, and 10.0 inches water column (2.49 kPa)
for propane gas.

See Figure 63 and replace the pilot orifice as
follows: Remove the igniter assembly retainer
clip, and carefully remove the igniter assembly.

Exercise extreme care to prevent damage to
or breakage of the igniter assembly.

Always turn off gas to the pilot (appli-
ances) before cleaning. Before re-light-
ing, refer to the lighting instructions in
this manual.

Prior to the first use of the fireplace and
eachburnseason and periodically during
the burn season, inspect the horizontal
termination for debris such as hird nests,
leaves, paper or branches. Remove any
items from the surfaces of the termina-
tion prior to use. Also be aware of shrubs
and plantings that may encroach on the
termination.

Inspect Venting System

The appliance and venting system should be
thoroughly inspected before initial use and
at least annually by a qualified service techni-
cian (inspection should include ensuring that
exhaust or intake passages are unobstructed
and vent components are properly assembled
and not damaged). Homeowner must contact
a qualified service technician at once if any
abnormal condition is observed.

If the venting system is disassembled for any
reason, a qualified service technician should
follow vent installation instructions for proper
reassembly and proper sealing of the venting
system components. However, more frequent
periodic inspections and cleanings should be
performed by the homeowner.

Cleaning Glass

(see Front Glass Enclosure Panel, Removal and
Installation on Page 35.

NOTE: Clean glass after first two weeks of
operation (after Burn-In period is over) and then
only when necessary and when the fireplace is
cool. Wipe surface witha clean, dampened, soft
cloth. Follow with a dry, soft towel as desired.
Take care not to scratch the glass surface.

The viewing glass should be cleaned periodi-
cally to remove any build-up caused from the
following:

A\ WARNING

Do not use abrasive cleaners

on glass. Never clean the glass
when it is hot.

e During start-up, it is normal for condensa-
tion to form on the inside of the glass (this
condensation and fog will usually disappear
in a few minutes). The moisture can cause
lint,dustand otherairborne particlesto cling
to the glass surface.

e Initial curing of the high temperature paint
and burning off of lubricants used in the
manufacturing process may result in a film
on the glass.

¢ A white coating may form on the glass as a
result of impurities and minerals in the fuel.

It is recommended that the glass be cleaned
two or three times during each heating season,
depending on the circumstances present. The
following cleaning solutions are approved for
use to clean glass:

e Non-ammonia based household cleaner
* 50%-50% mix of white vinegar and water
* Gas fireplace/stove glass cleaner

Inspect Glass Gasket - Visually inspect the
gasket on the backside of the glass enclosure
panels. The gasket surface must be clean, free
of irregularities and seated firmly.

Clean Control Compartment

Keep control compartment clean by vacuuming
or brushing at least twice a year. More frequent
cleaning may be required due to excessive lint
from carpeting, bedding materials, etc. It is
important that control compartments, burners
and circulating air passageways of the appliance
be kept clean.

Clean Logs And Burner

Carefully remove the logs (use care when han-
dlingthefiberlogs, asthey become quite fragile
after curing). Vacuum out any foreign matter
(lint, carbon, etc.) on the burner. Ensure the
burner ports are “open.” Remove any carbon
deposits from the under side of the logs using
a vacuum cleaner, or a soft bristled brush (i.e.
paint brush).

Flame Appearance and Sooting

Proper flame appearance is a flame which is
blue atthe base and becomes yellowish-orange
in the body of the flame.

When the appliance is first lit, the entire flame
may be blue and will gradually turn yellowish-
orange during the first 15 minutes of operation.
If the flame remains blue, or if the flame is
orange with evidence of sooting (black tip), the
air shutter opening may need to be adjusted.

If the air shutter opening is closed too far,
sooting may develop. Sooting is indicated by
black puffs developing at the tips of very long
orange flames. Sooting resultsin black deposits
forming on the logs, appliance inside surfaces
and on exterior surfaces adjacent to the vent
termination.

Sooting is caused by incomplete combustion
in the flames and lack of combustion air enter-
ing the air shutter opening. To achieve a warm
yellowish-orange flame with an orange body
that does not soot, the shutter opening must be
adjusted between these two extremes.

Air Shutter Adjustment Guidelines

e |f there is smoke or soot present, first
check the log set positioning to ensure that
the flames are not impinging on any of the
logs. If the log set is properly positioned
and a sooting condition still exists, then the
air shutter opening should be increased.

e Themore offsetsinthe vent system, the larger
the air shutter opening will need to be.

e An appliance operated with the air shutter
opened too far, may have flames that appear
blue and transparent. These weak, blue and
transparent flames are termed anemic.

¢ Propane models may exhibit flames which
candle or appear stringy. If this is present
and persists, adjust the air shutter to a more
closed position, then operate the appliance
for a few more minutes to ensure that the
flame normalizes and the flames do not
appear sooty.
