4. SPLASH GUARD (FRONT) INSTALLATION

• The illustrations showing the work procedure are for the left side of the vehicle; the same steps should be carried out 

for the right side as well.

1. Ensure fender panel and vehicle are between 15°C and 43°C

(59°F and 109°F), clean and degrease mounting area with

approved cleaner and dry.

• Once cleaned do not contaminate mounting area

2. Remove existing push pin with slot screwdriver and
discard.

• Turn front tires to the left or the right to easily access  
panel.

3. Fold tape liner tab facing out at top inside of splash guard (Front).
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4. Set the splash guard (Front) against the vehicle with tape tab facing out,
then install push pin (long).

5. Press the splash guard (Front) against the vehicle so that there are
no gaps between contact surfaces as shown.

6. While pressing splash guard (Front) so there are no gaps remove
tape using tab to pull down and out.

Press firmly along tape length to ensure adhesion of tape.
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10. While pressing splash guard tight to panel install push pins (short).

5. CHECKING AFTER INSTALLATION

1 . Check for even and consistent gaps to vehicle exterior. 

- If there are inconsistent gaps, remove the push pins and adjust splash
guard position. Then reinstall the pins.
- Ensure the adhesive tape does not get detached or damaged.

2. Check that all attachment pins are securely installed.
