installing or removing the mud flap (rear). Always read and follow them in order to prevent injuries,
accidents, and possible damage to the vehicle.

AWARNING : Indicates a situation in which serious injury or death could result if the warning is
ignored.

ACAUTION : Indicates a situation in which bodily injury or damage to the vehicle could result if the
caution is ignored.

e For areas indicating the tightening torque in this instruction manual, tighten to the specified torque using a
torque wrench. For areas in which the tightening torque is indicated inside parentheses ( ), the tightening
torque is indicated as a reference value, however tightening using a torque wrench is not necessary.

¢ Do not modify the mud flap (rear).

¢ Do not install the mud flap (rear) in any way other than described in the following instructions.

¢ If in any doubt, please ask your Mazda dealer to install the accessory in order to prevent errors in
installation.

o If you have any questions about the use of the accessory, ask your Mazda dealer for proper advice before
using it.

e Mazda and its suppliers are not responsible for injuries, accidents, and damage to persons and property
that arise from the failure of the dealer or installer to follow these instructions.

e Be careful not to lose removed parts and be sure that they are kept free from scratches, grease or other
dirt.

When drilling holes, hold the
drill bit or hole saw so that it
is perpendicular to the drilling
surface so that the position of
the hole being drilled does
not shift.

After drilling holes, file away
any rough edges and burrs
until the edges are smooth.

5. INSPECTION AFTER INSTALLATION

1. Check that there are no gaps.

If there are any gaps, loosen the bottom tapping screw, and then re-tighten it while pressing the mud flap

(rear) against the vehicle.

2. Check that the bolts and tapping screw are securely tightened.




6. TO THE CUSTOMER

Be sure to observe the following when handling (cleaning) the mud flaps (rear).

If gasoline, oil, engine coolant, or battery fluid adheres to the hard plastic parts, it will cause discoloration, stains,
or damage. Wipe off immediately with a soft cloth.

Depending on the type of high pressure car washer used, the water for washing may be high temperature and/or
under high pressure. Be careful when using pressurized water from a car washer nozzle. If the nozzle is too
close or water pressure is applied for long periods, it may cause deformation or damage to the hard plastic parts.
Do not use electric or air tools to apply wax or compound (polishing powder). Otherwise, friction heat will be
generated causing deformation or damage to the hard plastic parts.

If the vehicle height is lowered due to the vehicle being at the maximum passenger or cargo capacity described
in the vehicle inspection certificate, decrease the vehicle speed when parking on a road shoulder or
entering/leaving a road shoulder or bump. The mud flaps (rear) may get in the way and become damaged.
