4. ALUMINUM PEDAL INSTALLATION

Clutch pedal Brake pedal Existing pedal pad and clutch pedal pad removal

e The removed pads are not used for installation of this Kkit.

1. Stretch the rubber rim of brake pedal pad over the top and
then left side of the brake pedal.

4. Install the clutch pedal pad following the same procedures for
the brake pedal.

clutch pedal.
