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Tree ferns do not require pruning but for a neater appearance, you can remove
withered and dead fronds.
An Australian tree fern will grow rapidly, so make sure you plant it somewhere
in your landscape where it has room to grow and expand. If you’re growing
your tree fern in a container, repot it annually into a larger pot (with fresh soil).
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
