m Growers Tips

The madagascar palm is actually a succulent and will be a slow grower if kept
indoors as a houseplant. Wear thick gloves when handling these houseplants
as their spines are sharp and toxic. If your Palm starts to lean and reach
towards the light source, then rotate your plants to maintain a straight trunk
