1. Use caution when assembling this unit. Excessive weight will cause damage
to the unit. Serious or fatal injuries may occur from the unit falling if not properly
fastened to the wall.

2. Products that are instructed to be fastened to the wall must either be
connected to a stud or by drywall anchors (not included).

3. Each unit may be attached to another or cut down to fit your needs.
With that in mind; Plan ahead. Assemble each unit one at a time,
and only cut down pieces when you are confident that they will fit together.

4. Determine if your unit will fit in the desired space.

The only cuts you should make prior to assembly are on the panels of a cubby
unit, so they will fit when standing up-right.

5. If you purchased a cubby add-on, please refer to the instructions included
with that unit before assembling anything.

Special steps must be completed prior to installing this unit.
