The only cuts you should make prior to assembly are on the panels of a cubby
unit, so they will fit when standing up-right.

Drill holes completely through on
both bottom panels.

Step 2 - (Optional) Cut Bottom Panels

1. If the unit is going to be installed in a room that is shorter than 84" you must cut the
bottom panels. Measure walls to determine if the unit will fit. If not, cut to an appropriate
size. No cutting is required if the room is taller than 84”.
