2. Products that are instructed to be fastened to the wall must either be
connected to a stud or by drywall anchors (not included).

3. Each unit may be attached to another or cut down to fit your needs. With that
in mind; Plan ahead. Assemble each unit one at a fime, and only cut down
pieces when you are confident that they will fit together.

4. Using the chart below, determine if your unit will fit in the desired space.
The only cuts you should make prior to assembly are on the panels of a cubby
unit, so they will fit when standing up-right.
