* Ifyou use soldering for the installation of the faucet, the
seats, cartridges and washers will have to be removed
before using flame. Otherwise, the warranty will be void
on these parts.

Protect your eyes with safety glass when cutting or
soldering water supply lines.

* Coveryour drain to avoid losing parts,

Important Points

Prior o beginning installation, turn off the cold and hot

water lines and turn on the old faucet to release built-up

pressure. When installing your new faucet, turn the

connector nuts finger tight, then use a wrench to anchor

the fitting and a second wrench to tighten the nut one ALLO RA U SA

additional turn. Connections that are too tight can

compromise the integrity of the system. Wrap all threaded QUALITY FOR LIFE
connections with a teflon tape. Always wrap in a clockwise

Preparation/Assembly

1. Shut off water supply before installation. Remove
current faucet and clean and dry the sink surface

the new faucet will be installed on,

2. Forsingle hole installation - Place silicone sealant
beneath the base (#18) and install the faucet
through the single faucet hole. -

3. Attach spacer (#39)(if the thickness of counter top is
less than 1/5": if the thickness of counter fop is more
than 1/5", epacer (#39) is not needed). gasket
assembly (#22) and lock nut (#23) from the bottom.
Please Note: Please assemble in numerical order.
Tighten but do not over tighten. Use a phillips
screwdriver to tighten the 3-screws (#24) on the
lock nut (#23). See diagram for visual.

4. Insert the quick connect lockring (#395) into the
quick connect part (#34). Then attach the

hose (#3) to the quick connect assembly on the
faucet. Be sure to fully insert the hose (#3), you
will hear a light click or popping sound when
connected (see diagram).

5. Attach the weight (#21) to the lowest point on the
downward side of the hose (#3) to prevent the
hose (#3) from twisting. The weight can be installed
facing either direction, it will not move once
tightened down.

6. Apply teflon tape onto the threads of the faucet

water shut offs in a clockwise direction. Tighten the
water supply hoses onto the water supply shut offs.
Please be sure to connect the cold water hose to
the cold water shut off (Typically on the right) and

the hot water supply hose to the hot water shut off ”fg'f?’ Colawater
(Typically on the left).

7. Afterinstalling the faucet, remove spray head (#4)
from the hose (#3) and then turn on the hot and 3—
cold water shut offs. Check for leaks. If it leaks at “*Q
the supply line connections at the faucet, please
refer to step 6 for tightening procedure.

8. Turn on the faucet for one minute to flush the
debris from the faucet. Turn off the faucet and

reassemble the pull-down faucet spray head (#4)
to hose ( #3).
