If.a1r flow is p oor or not flowing, use a fine gauge
wire to clean air blast nozzle.
Monthly Clean and lubricate primary and secondary chains. Clean chains with a light coat of SAE 30 oil.
Clean chains with a stiff nylon brush to remove dirt
. . . and paper dust. Re-lubricate using SPRAYON
