Description  

In addition to learning scripted activities in six art 

forms, trainees learn to develop and deliver their 

own program from start to finish—from identifying 

the needs of the community to be served, to 

program assessment and evaluation.  

Trainees learn to deliver scripted activities in four 

art forms, with instructions for working with 

groups vs. individuals, accommodating different 

abilities, and advising individuals on how they 

continue the activities on their own.
