INSTRUCTIONS

This Roadiebase Air Elite Link provides a weathertight connection between a Delta Force"? or
a Fortress'? Canvas Air Tent awning and a Roadiebase Air Shelter.

1. Pitch your tent.
2. Check that the arrow on the link is pointing to the tent.

3. Start by laying the link on the ground with the inside facing up. The zip sliders are located on
the left-hand side of the tent looking into the tent. Feed the zip tail on the link zip through both
zip sliders on the tent and gently begin zipping the link to the tent using the uppermost zip
slider. Be sure to lift the link to the tent as you are zipping to avoid any damage to the zip or zip
slider.

4. Pitch your Roadiebase Air Shelter in front of your tent awning and in line with the Roadiebase
Air Elite Link but do not place any of the pegs in the ground yet. Move the Roadiebase Air
Shelter in range for the link to be attached.

NOTE: The Roadiebase Air Elite Link only connects to the longer sides of the shelter.

5. Zip the Roadiebase Air Elite Link to one of the longer sides of the Roadiebase Air Shelter by
feeding the zip tail on the link zip through both zip sliders on the shelter. Gently begin zipping
the link to the shelter using the uppermost zip slider.

6. Move the shelter so that the Roadiebase Air Elite Link is pulled trim/tight and aligned with the
awning of your tent.

7. Once correctly aligned peg the Roadiebase Air Shelter and link into position.

Pack Away

- When packing away your Roadiebase Air Elite Link check the outside of the link to be sure that
the canvas is clean (remove any bird droppings etc) and is totally dry before taking down.

- Unzip the link from the tent and shelter, then lay flat on the ground.

- Fold the link lengthways to 2/3rds the width of the storage bag.

- Roll the link and secure with the supplied webbing strap. Fit Into carry bag.

- Store with tent in a clean and dry environment.

WEATHERING YOUR LINK

When you first get your new link, you will need to weather it. This is a process of soaking the fabric
to ensure the cotton threads swell up, reducing stitch holes and creating a watertight surface.
When you pitch your tent/link for the first time, wet the tent/link with a garden hose until the fabric
is visibly damp. Allow to dry and repeat two or three times.

Your tent/link will get more watertight the more you use it. Do not be concerned if you have a small
amount of water coming through the seams the first few times you get heavy rain.

Natural Fibre

Our Zempire® Canvas material is a combination of cotton (for breathability and water fastness)
and polyester (for strength). You may notice variations of both colour and thread thickness. This is
completely normal with a natural breathable fibre.

Fire Retardant

Zempire® Canvas material is naturally fire retardant. While this significantly reduces the risk of the
fabric catching on fire, it is by no means fire-proof. Ensure open flames are kept well away from
your fabric at all times.

UV Degradation

Tent/link fabrics can be weakened by prolonged exposure to sunlight. Under normal holiday use,
your Zempire® tent/link will give you many years of camping enjoyment. However, extended use in
strong sunlight will cause degradation. It is recommended that during extended periods of strong
sunlight a Zempire® Roof Cover is used to help protect from UV damage. UV degradation is not
covered under warranty. The warranty does not cover permanent sites, displays or commmercial use.

CARE INSTRUCTIONS

1. Never pack your link away wet. If you must take your link down when wet, ensure that it is dried
completely as soon as possible to prevent mildew forming.

2. If mildew does form on your link, wash off with warm water and a soft brush to prevent further
growth. Do not use soap or detergents.

3. Do nhot use aerosol spray cans or an open flame inside your tent/shelter.

Always use a peg puller or spare peg to remove pegs. Never remove pegs by pulling the tent or
peg loops; always clean and dry pegs before storing.

5. The tent and shelter are not designed to withstand storm conditions. During a severe storm, it is
recommended that the tent/shelter be taken down.

6. Do not leave your tent/shelter pitched unnecessarily for extended periods of time. UV light
damages the fabric and will shorten the life of your tent/shelter.

5 Year Limited Warranty

Please take time to read about the protection we offer you.

All our products come with a guarantee designed to protect you as our valued customer. Zempire® Camping Equipment will
repair or replace this product, at their discretion, should it fail due to faulty materials or manufacture for a period of 5 years
from the date of purchase.

The Guarantee is subject to the following conditions:

1. The Guarantee only applies to an original purchaser who purchased this product in an unopened condition from an
approved retail outlet.

2. The Guarantee does not apply if the product has been used for anything other than reasonable personal use. Commercial
use (e.g. rental) or continuous use are expressly excluded.

3. Damage due to normal wear and tear, accident, acts of God, negligence (other than by Zempire® Camping Equipment),
failure by the purchaser to ensure instructions for setting up and care are observed, deterioration due to abnormal
exposure to ultraviolet light, damage from wind, insects, animals or mold/mildew, or any other cause reasonably beyond
the control of Zempire® Camping Equipment are not covered.

Clean the tent/shelter thoroughly,
including the inside to be sure no food
etc is left inside to attract rodents etc.
Air the tent/shelter fully and ensure the
tent is totally dry before packing away.
Store in a well-ventilated dry place inside
the supplied carry bag.
