If the mics don’t pair with the receiver (the RF indicators on the
receiver don’t bounce when you speak into the mic), please
follow the instruction on P12-P14 to reset the unit manually.
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@ POWER - Press it to turn on the receiver, press and hold for 3
seconds to turn it off.

(2) VOL-A - Adjust the volume of Mic A.

(3) VOL-B - Adjust the volume of Mic B.

(4) Frequency- Display the current frequency.
(5) CH- Display the current channels.

(6) RF: The signal indicator of Mic A. It's on when Mic A pairs with
the receiver.

(7) RF: The signal indicator of Mic B. It's on when Mic B pairs with
thereceiver.

AF - The level meter of Mic A.
(©) AF - The level meter of Mic B.

(D) DC INPUT: 12V DC Power Jack

(2) ANT-2: antenna socket for Mic B

(3) BALANCED-2: XLR output jack of Mic B

(5) MIX OUT: 6.35mm (1/4”) output jack

(6) ANT-1: antenna socket for Mic A

MICROPHONE FUNCTION

Mic A

(1) Mic display: It shows the channel number , frequency and
battery indicator. (There is only the battery indicator on the
display if you don’t use the mic for 10 seconds after it’s on.

You can go on to use it.)

(2) Frequency- Display the frequency before the last shutdown.

(3) Battery warning indicator

(4) ON/OFF button: Press it for 1 second to turn on the mic and
the mic display will be on. Press and hold it for more than 3
seconds to turn off the mic.

(5) Set button: For changing the frequency of the mic or
resetting the mic. (Details please see page 10-14)

(6) Battery cover: Unscrew the battery cover and slide down to
open the mic battery compartment.

(7) Battery Compartment:Insert two standard AA (LR6) batteries here,
being sure to observe the plus and minus polarity markings shown.
WARNING: Do not insert the batteries backwards; doing so can
cause severe damage to the transmitter and will void your warranty.

QUICK START

1.Insert the antenna to the receiver, then push and screw it all the
way to the right. Make it 45 or 90 degree from the receiver.
(Important: Install the antenna incorrectly will result in short
distance, statics or damage the microphone&)

2. Connect the receiver to AC outlet (120V/220V 50Hz). Press the

power button to turn on the receiver. And you will see the
display is on.

3. Install two 1.5v AA alkaline batteries for each mic correctly.

Hold the ON/OFF button down to turn on the mic.

4. The RF indicators on the receiver will be on, and the frequency
on the mics should be the same as the one on the receiver, when
the mics pair with the receiver. If not, please see page 12-14 to
reset the unit manually.

6. Adjust the mic volume with the knobs on the receiver and on the
Powered speaker accordingly.

!INote:

1.Whenever connecting the mic system to the sound system,
make sure the volume of speaker/mixer/amp is at the minimum

level before plugging in the receiver to avoid possible damage
for the sound system.

2.The included receiver or mics don’t pair with other mics or
receiver from a different brand.

3.Please rip off the screen protector on the LCD screen of the
receiver before use

EXTENDED FUNCTION

For more professional uses and better sound quality, we suggest
you to use the mic system with the mixer, amplifier and speakers.

Note:
1) The XLR cables, mixer, amplifier and speakers are not included.

2) BALANCED-1 only outputs the sound of Mic A while
BALANCED-2 only outputs the sound of Mic B. You will need
two XLR cables for 2 mics.

3) If you connect two speakers to the 3 outputs of the receiver at
the same time, the receiver will output the audio through the MIX
OUT as priority.

GETTING GOOD SOUND

Correct Microphone Placement

e Hold the microphone within 6 inches from the sound source.
Add the included foam windscreen to the mic if you want to
reduce the popping sound.

e Hold the mic further from your mouth when you speak or sing
loudly.

BATTERIES

Expected life for AA batteries is up to 8 hours (total battery life varies
depending upon battery type and manufacturer). Please change new
batteries and have enough spare batteries before the event.

The battery icon on the mic screen will flash if the mic is low battery.

To remove batteries from the handheld mic, please put your
thumb and forefinger on the two semicircle places and pull the
batteries out through the opening in the battery compartment.

WARNING: It will damage the mic if battery incorrectly replaced.

WARNING: Take out the batteries from the mics when you
stop using them.

CHANGE FREQUENCY

When multiple microphone sets are used simultaneously or if
there is any interference in your location, please follow the below
steps to change the frequency.
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1. Both mic and receiver are on.

2. Unscrew the battery cover of the mic and shortly press the set
button beside the battery compartment. One channel /0.2MHz
increment per press.

3. The frequency on the receiver will be the same as the frequency
on the receiver when the mics pair with the receiver.

RESTORE TO FACTORY SETTINGS

Except you have a replacement mic, please make sure you've done
all the below steps before going through the resetting process.

*You have changed fresh batteries for the mic but there is still
interference or disconnection.

* You have change the frequency of the mic but it still could not pair
with the receiver.

*If you have multiple KO40 mic sets and some doesn’t work.
Follow the steps below carefully to restore the mic to factory settings.

1.Turn OFF the mic, keep the receiver on. Keep them close to each
other.

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2. Press and hold the Set and Power buttons down simultaneously
until the "----" appears on the screen of mic. Release both buttons.

3.Set up each system one-at-a-time.

When pairing your Fifine mic system, make sure only ONE Fifine
receiver is turned on and only ONE microphone is in pairing mode
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at a time. Otherwise, the specific mic will pair with all the receivers
that are power on.

4. Please don’t release the 2 buttons (even you turn on the mic during
this process) until you see the “----" on the mic screen.
