The Creed of The Writer Secret Society

Tales to inspire; tales to amuse; tales to arouse feelings strong or tender; tales to lull the most 
distraught breast or bring peace to the most despairing soul; tales to commemorate deeds great 
and heroic; tales to recall times of excitement or valour. From the dawn of time, where’er mankind 
has gathered, so too have tales been told. And just as the tellers of such tales practised a craft, 
built and honed o’er generations of master and apprentice, skilled in its execution beyond the ken 
of those wrapped in the spell of the words woven around the assembled throng; just as the tellers 
of such tales practised their craft, and just as the recipients of their tales craved the tales that let 
them escape the mundanity of life both low-or high born with a desire greater than any escape 
wrought by grape, barley, smoke or power - greater and more griping - so the tellers knew well 
their own reliance.

For the acclaim, the suffusion of 
ecstasy coursing through their veins as the crowd roar’d approval to a favour’d line or, at the 
climax of the recounting, leapt to their feet in approbation’s clamour, became like to a drug in 
itself, a sating of desires that was jealously sought and resought, guarded, stolen from the 
makers. And so unscrupulous tellers, few but sufficient to wreak destructive havoc, would take the 
tales learnt, take the tales most well received, take those tales and know that audiences anew, 
and not tales anew, would still bring them coin and acclaim; acclaim that would be so much more 
were they, themselves, to be thought of as teller and maker both. And so unscrupulous tellers, few 
but enough to wreak destructive havoc, would steal not only tales from the makers, but lief’s 
breath itself, with blade unfaithful or poison deceitful. And so the makers became endangered. 

Endangered, but not extinct. For a profession that was by its nature solitary, survived by way of 
that solitude, hidden from jealous eyes. Many would have stopped the making of tales, would 
have turned to less perilous occupations, but the need to make tales is not born of desire for 
coin or acclaim; it is a desire in the inner soul, where the seed of a tale is born and whence it 
grows to fill the life of the maker, till the maker must do naught else but weave the tale with words 
wondrous and enchanting. The choice lies not in the power of the maker, the maker is controlled 
by the tale, and make it he must. 

And so, as the recounting of tales passed o’er the ages from voice to page, so the makers 
became writers, and while the name changed, so did little else. The practising of the craft was 
ever more solitary, as the crafting required paper and ink and naught, and no one, else. And still 
the fame and fortune of those spreading the tales, by tome or stage or recital before adoring 
masses, grew unchecked so the writer, the creator, the maker of tales was ever thrust 



backward, to obscurity, to the shadows beyond the bright light of acclaim. And so the affliction of 
writers became ever more ingrained in their being: a melancholy, for while the making of the tales 
was not born of desire for fame or fortune, so still the knowledge of others profiting from their 
creations while the true maker stood unobserved, brought a pain of injustice. But the pain was 
enforced, as an artist or silversmith entrapped in a wicked lord’s tower, while the lord steals credit 
for their entrancing creations, for any writers who threatened the order of things, the unjust 
skewed order of things, would be ostracised, would be cast into an existence of solitary writing 
and unseen work, their tales reaching the writer’s own shelves and, further than that, ignored. 
Unknown. Forgotten, as if never there. And so writers became peevish, bitter and cynical at a 
world that rewarded the undeserving and trod on the aspirations of the worthy. And so their 
writing reflected this, and the ears of the masses desired it less, and so the very existence of the 
writers was threatened more successfully than blade or poison had ever achieved. 

But one writer, her name lost to antiquity but her legacy immeasurable in its worth to civilisations 
past and yet to be, recognised the peril and, with spirit strong and wisdom prophetic, saw clearly 
the solution. For while writing is solitary, writers need not be. And with this simple premise, the 
making of tales was saved. For the one writer let writers far and near know that they were not 
alone. And so the secret society of writers was born. And so it grew. And so writers were saved; 
saved from jealous others, saved from despairing selves. And with contentment grew creativity. 
For ’tis a fallacy that true creativity comes from true suffering; such a view is peddled by those 
who wish the creators to remain in the suffering shadows, or by those deluded souls whose 
suffering is created by the lack of any real quality in their writing.

Indeed, the 
writer's journey is beset with misconceptions. Most feedback from a fellow novice will echo 
writerly wisdom and call for industrious efforts to continue, but offer hammers to assist in 
tightening screws. Therefore, the savvy initiate should seek an abundance of feedback, valuing 
most that which is often repeated. 

Well-meaning in their intent and aiming to benefit the recepient, new writers frequently repeat the 
words of experienced writers to ill effect. The knowledge of the adept wordsmith acts like a tool – 
a heavy, unskilled hand strikes a blow, but may easily shatter its target. Here, we hope to 
elucidate some common sources of misdirection. 

Write Every Day 

While regular writing sharpens one's craft, adhering to the notion of daily writing, word count 
obsessions, or rigidly following another writer’s schedule dooms most writers to failure. During 
the persistent practice of writing, initiates should uncover the intricacies of their own method as 
they discover their personal strengths and weaknesses. 

Be cautious of the authority that beckons you to adopt a uniform approach to writing. These 
requests belie more hindrance than aid. Instead, embark on a journey of self-discovery. Pay 
attention to the rhythms of your own creativity and the ebb and flow of your inspiration. You may 
choose to keep a written record of your practices; an abundance of self-knowledge will help you 
craft a ritual that harmonizes with the unique essence of your own creative spirit. Set your goals 
beyond the next horizon and cultivate a discipline that blossoms from within – a discipline that 
respects both the art of writing and the unique nature of the individual. 

Avoid Adverbs 

A notable transgression among fledgling authors is the lavish draping of their prose in decorous 
adjectives and adverbs. While the allure of descriptive language beckons like a siren's song, 
novice writers, once informed of excess, will often overcorrect to the wanton exclusion of all 
modifications of nouns or verbs alike. Experience begets balance. Balance unlocks brilliance. 

To improve, you must know where you stand before following anyone who suggests you alter 
course. We cannot navigate every writing journey with the same map. Do not avoid adverbs. 
Merely reduce your reliance on ornamentation if you recognize that you have overindulged. 

Start with Action 



A single method for hooking a reader will not fit all writers. The oft-repeated advice to start with 
an exhilarating action scene embodies this principle. Many writers on the false path advise 
starting a story where it naturally comes alive, which might be the second, third, or even a later 
chapter. This misconception arises from the assumption that action is the only effective method 
to hook a reader. While a narrative often gains momentum and captivates readers where the 
action begins, the writer should not rush with immediacy to remove all scenes devoid of action. 
They merely need to refine their hook. 

A 'hook' ensnares the reader’s attention in the critical opening paragraphs, which need not be a 
flurry of action; a compelling character, an intriguing setting, a thought-provoking question, or a 
poignant moment can all inspire interest. Deeper within this handbook, you will encounter a 
variety of strategies for beginning your book, offering a rich panorama of options to suit your 
unique voice and story. Remember, the path to captivating your readers is as varied and 
diverse as the stories themselves. Most stories suffice by providing three initial elements: 
effectively introducing the protagonist, engaging the reader's emotions, and evoking a mystery 
that compels readers to turn the next page. 

The burden of engagement doesn't rest solely on a well-crafted first line or an action-packed 
initial page. The entire exposition plays a crucial role in weaving the spell that keeps the reader 
enthralled. Action may be used to great effect, but writers should not throw away slow chapters if 
feedback highlights a need to grip the audience earlier. You may always magnify and project 
other intriguing content within the first chapters to enhance intrigue, which we will soon explore. 

Show Don't Tell 

Exposition, in its quintessential form, is the straightforward unveiling of narrative elements – the 
laying bare of background details, the inner workings of characters’ minds, their emotions, and 
motivations. The antithesis of exposition is inference or implication. Where exposition lays the 
narrative bare in clear, direct strokes, inference delicately veils it, entrusting certain details to the 
shadows, where only the outline is seen. This approach invites the reader to embark on a quest of 
discovery, piecing together the hidden truths from the subtle interplay of context, action, and 
dialogue. It is a dance of understanding, where each reader becomes a detective of sorts, 
gleaning insights and forming judgments from the carefully placed hints. This method not only 
engages, but enlivens the reader’s experience, transforming them from passive recipients of 
information to active participants in unraveling the tale. Inference invites readers to form a deeper 
connection with the narrative, but a balance must be struck. A writer must learn when to show and 
when to tell. 

Exposition can be useful for conveying necessary information efficiently, but relying on it 
excessively can make a story feel flat or overly didactic. This is why novice writers decry their 
beloved mantra: show, don't tell. However, eliminating all exposition will burden the reader and 
lead them to confusion. The rhythm at which a story unfolds, the pacing – is intricately linked to 
the deft use of exposition. Too little exposition leaves a narrative frustratingly opaque, which can 



disrupt the natural flow and cast the reader adrift. It deprives the reader of the rich experience 
crafted through descriptive action, dialogue, and intricate sensory elements, all necessary to 
breathe life and vibrancy into a narrative. This paucity of background further diminishes the 
reader's emotional connection as they grapple to forge a bond with characters in a story veiled 
in ambiguity. In genres rich with imagination, like fantasy or science fiction, inadequate 
exposition can render worlds vague and unanchored, leaving readers adrift in a sea of 
undefined rules, cultures, and environments. A brevity of direct description can also result in 
narrative gaps where crucial plot points or story elements remain obscured, disjointed, or 
incomplete. 

Writers must show and tell in balance — to maintain interest by using exposition for clarity or to 
quicken the pace. Conversely, the writer will use inference to draw readers down deeper into an 
immersive experience, presenting a scene the reader can virtually experience and interpret, filled 
with subtle nuances to ensnare them. 

Kill Your Darlings 

Truly, the writer must be prepared to edit with precision and resolve. Every storyline, character, 
and sentence laid upon your page must face the crucible of relevance and necessity. Do not 
allow your personal enchantment to be the sole guardian of their fate. You must evaluate with a 
judicious eye; excise that which meanders without purpose, that which drowns in its own 
verbosity, or that which indulges solely the writer’s fancy. Your pen is not just a tool of creation 
but also one of requiste pruning, where every element must justify its existence. However, do not 
remove a storyline, character, or sentence simply because, as the author, it strums your 
heartstrings. That – after all – is daft. Trim away the frills that fray the reader’s patience, but do 
not make the metric that which kindles your own affection. 

Write What You Know 

This dictum should not be interpreted as a shackle, confining your narrative realms solely to the 
boundaries of your lived experience. Rather, it is an exhortation for the writer to infuse their tales 
with the essence of unique perspective, to weave threads of their understanding into the larger 
tapestry of their creation. Initiates should enrich their work with the authenticity of personal 
insight, whether it be the emotional truth of an experience, the accuracy of a skill, or the vivid 
observation of cultural detail.

The Writer Secret Society recognizes that the use of the same term in 
two similar, but distinct functions – both of which are necessary for authors to use and employ in 
their work – is wholly diabolical. 

Inciting Incident – The catalyst that sets the plot ablaze, this moment disrupts the status quo, 
propelling the protagonist onto a journey filled with conflict and discovery. It's the force that 
propels the narrative from possibility into action. 

Rising Action – In this phase, the story ascends through a series of escalating events and 
conflicts. The protagonist faces a series of trials, each amplifying the tension and intricacy of the 
plot, propelling the narrative towards its peak. 

Climax – The pinnacle of the story, the climax is where tension and conflict reach their zenith. 
It's a crucial moment of confrontation, where the protagonist encounters their most significant 
challenge, leading to a transformation that alters the narrative's trajectory. 

Falling Action – Following the climax, the narrative starts its journey towards resolution. This 
stage involves the consequences of the climax unfolding, gradually weaving together the 
various strands of the story, guiding it towards its conclusion.

Conflicts are resolved, questions are answered, and there's often an insight into the characters' 
futures. 



The narrative arc is venerated not simply as a structure but as a journey of transformation. 
Through the careful crafting of this arc, a writer infuses life into a series of events, morphing 
them into a story rich with emotional depth, thematic significance, and lasting impact. If you 
have already written one hundred thousand words and identified narrative tension and conflict 
ten thousand times, you are prepared to revise the arc of your narrative. 

Begin by identifying core conflicts in your work. The narrative arc should form the central thread 
around which all significant plot developments are woven, each step dedicated to its resolution. 
By pinpointing the key plot points that revolve around this central conflict, a writer traces a clear 
path, defining the narrative arc with precision and purpose. Learning this approach will help keep 
your story focused and ensure that every element serves the greater narrative journey. 

Oh! But, initiate beware the peril present in the overcomplicated plot – a trap into which many a 
new writer may fall in their quest to weave an enthralling tale. The temptation to introduce new 
plot lines and unnecessary twists, though born from a desire to captivate, can often lead to 
confusion and a dilution of the main storyline's potency.

Archetypes that Connect with Others 



The lover, the trickster, and the everyman forge deep, meaningful connections with other 
characters. They twist plots and challenge expectations with humor, relatability, and intimacy. The 
lover transforms the ordinary dance of life into a profound journey of emotional depth. They 
embrace close partnerships, initiating sensual experiences and revealing profound emotional 
truths. The same character that brings the ultimate joy to relationships can be unpredictable – 
fearful of solitude, and upend narratives with unparalleled fury. Meanwhile, the trickster upends 
expectations with their senselessly unpredictable antics. Though sharp-witted and playful, the 
trickster harbors a hidden penchant for melancholy. As chaos personified, they cannot be 
controlled or suppressed; however hard other characters may try. Like the lover, the trickster will 
shine a light on the most profound truths in a narrative, yet ultimately, they serve their own opaque 
interests, though with random moments of unparalleled generosity. The everyman, however, arrives 
in a narrative engaged in honest labor with unassailable ethics as the quintessential citizen of the 
community to which they are devoted – the opposite of the trickster. A beacon of comfort, the 
everyman demonstrates no remarkable qualities, often afraid to stand out. They imbue each scene 
wi,th empathy, a sense of equity, and a desire for authentic fellowship between characters. They 
inspire resiliency — typically revealing core truths should truly matter to everyone. The lover, the 
trickster, and the everyman all transcend the previously accepted narrative to reveal profound 
wisdom through their powerful bonds with others. 

Archetypes that Yearn for Utopia

However, a balanced and just 
ruler brings unparalleled peace and prosperity to those under their influence. The creator may 
emerge as an artist, engineer, or inventor who uses their innate skills to solve intricate problems 
to maintain or establish order. Innovative and imaginative, the creator persuades others with their 
practical visions for a better way. Yet, they may become parallelized by their insecurities or 
tendency toward perfectionism or reveal a vision that skews toward a bizarre, untethered world, 
which fails to resonate with other characters. Where the archetypes that yearn for utopia offer an 
idealistic vision, the archetypes that provide structure are the pragmatic builders of their world. 

Each of the archetypes defines roles familiar to the human experience, sometimes iconic, other 
times subtle, and less defined. Characters may embrace different roles as a narrative progresses, 
but the presence of archetypes in a story invokes a language that readers understand on a 
deeply symbolic level. 

Auxiliary Archetypes 

While the archetypal wheel reveals solitary entities that stand on their own in a narrative, other 
archetypes are defined by their relationship to the protagonist.

Some writers 
choose one. Other writers choose both. Every initiate must find the path that advances their 
goals; our society celebrates your choice.
