power tools. Such preventive safety
measures reduce the risk of starting the
power tool accidentally.

o Store idle power tools out of the reach of
children and do not allow persons
unfamiliar with the power tool or these
instructions to operate the power tool.
Power tools are dangerous in the hands of
untrained users.

e Maintain power tools. Check for misalign-
ment or binding of moving parts, breakage
of parts and any other condition that may
affect the power tool' s operation. If
damaged, have the power tool repaired
before use. Many accidents are caused by
poorly maintained power tools.

e Keep cutting tools sharp and clean.
Properly maintained cutting tools with sharp
cutting edges are less likely to bind and are
easier to control.

BATTERY TOOL USE AND CARE

o Recharge only with the charger specified
by the manufacturer. A charger that is
suitable for one type of battery pack may
create a risk of fire when used with another
battery pack.

e Use power tools only with specifically
designated battery packs. Use of any
other battery packs may create a risk of
injury and fire.

e When battery pack is not in use, keep it
away from other metal objects, like
paper clips, coins, keys, nails, screws or
other small metal objects, that can make
a connection from one terminal to
another. Shorting the battery terminals
together may cause burns or a fire.

e Under abusive conditions, liquid may be
ejected from the battery; avoid contact.
If contact accidentally occurs, flush with
water.

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NAILER SAFETY

e Always assume that the tool contains
fasteners. Careless handling of the nailer
can result in unexpected firing of fasteners
and personal injury.

e Do not point the tool towards yourself or
anyone nearby. Unexpected triggering will
discharge the fastener causing an injury.

o Do not actuate the tool unless the tool is
placed firmly against the workpiece. If the
tool is not in contact with the workpiece, the
fastener may be deflected away from your
target.

e Disconnect the tool from the power
source when the fastener jams in the tool.

While removing a jammed fastener, the nailer

may be accidentally activated if it is plugged
in.

o Use caution while removing a jammed
fastener. The mechanism may be under
compression and the fastener may be

forcefully discharged while attempting to free

a jammed condition.

e Do not use this nailer for fastening
electrical cables. It is not designed for
electric cable installation and may damage
the insulation of electric cables thereby
causing electric shock or fire hazards.

e Hold power tool by insulated gripping
surfaces, when performing an operation
where the nail may contact hidden wiring.
Nails contacting a “live” wire may make
exposed metal parts of the power tool “live”
and could give the operator an electric
shock.

e Know your power tool. Read operator’s
manual carefully. Learn its applications and
limitations, as well as the specific potential
hazards related to this power tool. Following
this rule will reduce the risk of electric shock,
fire, or serious injury.

e Keep fingers away from trigger when not

driving fasteners to avoid accidental firing.

e Use safety equipment. Always wear eye
protection. Dust mask, nonskid safety shoes,
hard hat, or hearing protection must be used
for appropriate conditions.

e Protect your lungs. Wear a face or dust
mask if the operation is dusty. Following this
rule will reduce the risk of serious personal
injury.

Always wear eye protection with side
shields marked to comply with ANSI
Z87.1. Everyday glasses have only impact
resistant lenses. They are not safety glasses.
Following this rule will reduce the risk of
serious personal injury. Eye protection which
conforms to ANSI specifications and
provides protection against flying particles
both from the FRONT and SIDE should
ALWAYS be worn by the operator and
others in the work area when loading,
operating or servicing this tool. Eye
protection is required to guard against flying
fasteners and debris, which could cause
severe eye injury.

The employer and/or user must ensure
that proper eye protection is worn. We
recommend Wide Vision Safety Mask for use
over eyeglasses or standard safety glasses
that provide protection against flying
particles both from the front and side.
Always use eye protection which is marked
to comply with ANSI Z287.1.

Additional safety protection will be
required in some environments. For
example, the working area may include
exposure to noise level which can lead to
hearing damage. The employer and user
must ensure that any necessary hearing
protection is provided and used by the
operator and others in the work area. Some
environments will require the use of head
protection equipment. When required, the
employer and user must ensure that head
protection conforming to ANSI Z289.1-1997 is
used.

Protect your hearing. Wear hearing
protection during extended periods of
operation. Following this rule will reduce the
risk of serious personal injury.

Battery tools do not have to be plugged
into an electrical outlet; therefore, they
are always in operating condition. Be
aware of possible hazards when not using
your battery tool or when changing accesso-
ries. Following this rule will reduce the risk of
electric shock, fire, or serious personal
injury.
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Do not place battery tools or their
batteries near fire or heat. This will reduce
the risk of explosion and possibly injury.

Do not crush, drop or damage battery
pack. Do not use a battery pack or charger
that has been dropped or received a sharp
blow. A damaged battery is subject to
explosion. Properly dispose of a dropped or
damaged battery immediately.

Batteries can explode in the presence of a
source of ignition, such as a pilot light. To
reduce the risk of serious personal injury,
never use any cordless product in the
presence of open flame. An exploded battery
can propel debris and chemicals. If exposed,
flush with water immediately.

Do not charge battery tool in a damp or
wet location.

For best results, your battery tool should
be charged in a location where the
temperature is more than 50°F but less
than 100°F. Do not store outside or in
vehicles.

Use the tool only for its intended use. Do
not discharge fasteners into open air.

Use only the nails recommended for this
tool. Use of the wrong nails could result in
poor nail feeding, jammed nails, and nails
leaving the tool at erratic angles. If nails are
not feeding smoothly and properly, discontin-
ue their use immediately. Jammed and
improperly feeding nails could result in
serious personal injury.

Never use this tool in a manner that could
cause a nail to be directed toward
anything other than the workpiece.

Do not use the tool as a hammer.

Always carry the tool by the handle.

Do not alter or modify this tool from the
original design or function without
approval from the manufacturer.

Be aware that misuse and improper
handling of this tool can cause injury to
yourself and others.

Never clamp or tape the trigger or
workpiece contact in an actuated
position.

Never leave tool unattended if the battery
is installed.

Do not operate this tool if it does not
contain a legible warning label.

Keep the tool and its handle dry, clean
and free from oil and grease. Always use a
clean cloth when cleaning. Never use brake
fluids, gasoline, petroleum-based products,
or any strong solvents to clean your tool.
Following this rule will reduce the risk of loss
of control and deterioration of the enclosure
plastic.

OPERATION SAFETY

Do not use tool if trigger does not actuate
properly. Any tool that cannot be controlled
with the trigger is dangerous and must be
repaired.
Check operation of the workpiece
contact mechanism frequently. Do not use
the tool if the workpiece contact mechanism
is not working correctly as accidental driving
of a nail may result. Do not interfere with the
proper operation of the workpiece contact
mechanism.
Always assume that the tool contains
nails.
Do not carry the tool from place to place
holding the trigger. Accidental discharge
could result.
Always handle the tool with care:
- Respect the tool as a working implement.
- Never engage in horseplay.
- Never pull the trigger unless nose is
directed toward the work.
- Keep others a safe distance from the tool
while tool is in operation as accidental
actuation may occur, possibly causing
injury.
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Choice of triggering method is important.
Check manual for triggering options.

Do not hold the tool by the front of the
magazine. Do not put hands, head, or other
parts of your body near the bottom of the
magazine where the nail exits the tool, as
serious personal injury could result.

Do not point the tool toward yourself or
anyone whether it contains nails or not.
Do not actuate the tool unless you intend
to drive a nail into the workpiece.

Always ensure that the workpiece contact
is fully positioned above the workpiece.
Positioning the workpiece contact only
partially above the workpiece could cause
the nail to miss the workpiece completely
and result in serious personal injury.

Do not drive nails near edge of material.
The workpiece may split causing the nail to
ricochet, injuring you or a co-worker. Be
aware that the nail may follow the grain of
the wood, causing it to protrude unexpect-
edly from the side of the work material or
deflect, possibly causing injury.

Keep hands and body parts clear of
immediate work area. Hold workpiece with
clamps when necessary to keep hands and
body out of potential harm. Be sure the
workpiece is properly secured before
pressing the fastener against the material.
The workpiece contact may cause the work
material to shift unexpectedly.

Keep face and body parts away from back
of the tool cap when working in restricted
areas. Sudden recoil can result in impact to
the body, especially when nailing into hard or
dense material.

During normal use the tool will recoil
immediately after driving a fastener. This
is a normal function of the tool. Do not
attempt to prevent the recoil by holding the
nailer against the work. Restriction to the
recoil can result in a second fastener being
driven from the nailer. Failure to heed this
warning can result in serious personal injury.
Do not drive fasteners on top of other
fasteners or with the tool at an overly
steep angle as this may cause deflection
of fasteners which could cause injury.

LOADING TOOL

e Do not load the tool with fasteners when

any one of the operating controls is
activated.

e Never place a hand or any part of body in

fastener discharge area of tool.

e Never point tool at anyone.
e Do not pull the trigger or depress the

workpiece contact as accidental actua-
tion may occur, possibly causing injury.

OPERATION

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ATTACH BELT CLIP

The belt clip can be installed on the nailer,
depending on operator preference.

1. Align belt clip and screw tightly with side
screw hole.

2. Using a Phillips head screwdriver (not
included) tighten securely.

A WARNING:

Keep the tool pointed away from
yourself and others when loading nails.
Failure to do so could result in possible
serious personal injury.

REMOVING BATTERY PACK

1. Press battery release button.
2. Pull battery free of the nailer / stapler body.

A WARNING:

Use only the nails recommended for use
with this tool. The use of any other nails
can result in tool malfunction, leading to
serious injuries.

A WARNING:

Never load nails with the workpiece
contact or trigger activated. Doing so
could result in possible serious personal
injury.

LOADING FASTENERS

1. Push down on the latch button. (A) Pull
back on the magazine cover. (B)

2. Insert a stick of fasteners into the magazine
rail. (C)

® For Brad nails, the pointed ends of the
fasteners are resting on the bottom edge of
the magazine when loading.

3. Push the magazine cover (B) forward until
the latch button (A) pops up.

A WARNING:

During normal use the tool will recoil
immediately after driving a fastener. This
is a normal function of the tool. Do not
attempt to prevent the recoil by holding
the nailer against the work. Restriction
to the recoil can result in a second
fastener being driven from the nailer.
Failure to heed this warning can result in
serious personal injury.
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FIRING THE TOOL

1. Reinstall battery pack.

2. Completely depress the work contact
element by pressing the nose of the tool
against the work piece.

3. Pull the trigger firmly and then release. The
tool must be allowed to fully recoil away
from the work piece. The trigger must be
pulled firmly and then released.

4. Remove the battery when finished.

Note: If the trigger is pulled before the work
contact element is depressed, the tool will
not operate.

CLEARING JAMS

Occasionally, a fastener may become jammed
in the firing mechanism of the tool, making the
tool inoperable. To remove a jammed fastener,
follow the steps below:

1. Disconnect the battery from the tool.

2. Push down on the latch button (A). Pull back
on the magazine cover (B).

3. Remove fasteners from the magazine.

4. Use pliers to remove jammed fastener from
the drive channel.

5. Use a screw driver to push the drive blade
back into place.

BATTERIES

These batteries will wear out over time, like all
batteries. If this happens do not disassemble
the battery and attempt to fix it. This could
cause serious burns especially when wearing
rings and jewelry. To have the longest possible
battery life, we suggest the following.

e Once a battery pack has been fully charged
remove it from the charger.

e The battery should be stored in a tempera-
ture that is below 80°F and away from
moisture.

e Batteries should be stored with a
30%-50%charge.

e |f a battery has been stored for six months or
more charge the battery as normal.

BATTERY PACK REMOVAL
AND RECYCLING

Please recycle all worn batteries. This battery
contains lithium-ion batteries. Local and state
regulations may prohibit disposal of
lithium-ion batteries in ordinary trash. Consult
your local waste authority for information
regarding available recycling and/or options.

MAINTENANCE
CLEANING THE NAIL CHANNEL

Problems with driving nails or cycling of nails
while firing may be due to glue residue from
the nail strips. If this is the case clean the area
around the driving mechanism.

e Remove the tool battery.

e Slide magazine cover down to remove nails
and expose the nail channel.

® Use a small amount of air tool oil on a clean
cloth to swab and wipe down the nalil
channel, until all traces of glue are removed.

® Reinstall nails in the magazine and close the
magazine cover.

COLD WEATHER OPERATION

When you are operating the tool in below
freezing environments:

1. Before using the tool be sure to keep it as
warm as possible

2. Fire the tool into a scrap piece of material 5
to 6 times.
