Scuffs to the finish
should be maintained regularly using the touch up liquid
provided to ensure that the furniture continues to look at its
best, light sanding in the affected area only may be required
before use of the touch up liquid. Should you choose not to
treat your furniture, then colour distortions and cracks may
develop over time.
