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INSTALLATION GUIDE 
1. Remove all the packaging material from the product and place it on a flat surface.  

2. Take out the castors and castor wrench to assemble. Lay unit upside down on a 

flat surface with soft cloth or mat during assembly to prevent scratches on unit. 

3. Rotate the turning knob below the water cover to a horizontal position to pull out 

the water tank. 

4. Pour clean water into the water tank. Observe the water level through the marking 

printed and pay attention to the following: 

a) Ensure that water is filled to the minimum level indicated. 

b) Do not fill the water above the maximum level indicated. 

c) Always ensure the turning knob is rotated back to vertical position once the 

water tank is placed back. 

5. Add ice pads into the water for extra cooling. 

 

OPERATION GUIDE  

 

 

 

 

 

 
1. Insert the plug into the suitable outlet and ensure it is fitted tightly. The power pilot 

light will be illuminated. 

2. ON/OFF Button: Press once to turn ON the unit. Whenever you want to stop the 

cooler, press the button again, the unit will be under STANDBY mode. To 

completely shut the unit off, turn all the controls to OFF and remove plug from the 

socket-outlet. 

3. Low/ Med/ High button: The fan will work according to the speed you select. 

Press the “ON/OFF” button again to turn the cooler off.  

4. Swing button: Press the “Swing” button once, the cooler’s inner louvers will 

oscillate horizontally automatically. (The “Swing” light will be illuminated) 

To stop the louvers from oscillating, press the “Swing” button once again, the 

“Swing” light will turn off. Moving the outer louvers either up or down manually can 

make further wind direction enhancements. 

5. Timer button: Press the “Timer” button once to set the timer by 0.5 hours (min: 

0.5 hours, max: 7.5 hours). The pilot light corresponding to the selected timing 
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level will be illuminated. 

6. Breeze button: Press the “Breeze” button to maintain consistent fan speed. (User 

will not be able to change modes when “Breeze” is on) 

7. Mode button: The default setting is Normal wind when button is pressed once. 

Press the “Mode” button again to choose your desired wind mode. The wind mode 

selection will circulate whenever the button is pressed while the lights on top 

indicate the current fan mode in operation. 

8. Cool button: Before operating the unit in “Cool” mode, make sure the water in the 

water tank is not OVER or UNDER FILLED.  

a) Press the button after the water has been added and the unit will blow cooler air. 

The light on top of the “Cool” button will illuminate. 

b) If you find the air after Step (a) is not cool enough, you can add additional ice 

blocks into the water tank directly. Be sure not to exceed the capacity otherwise 

the unit will be damaged or electric shock may occur. 

c) If you wish to use the ice pads instead, just place it directly into the water tank. It 

will be a good cooling efficiency for at least 2 hours after you placed it in the 

refrigerator and let the ice pads freeze. 

d) If you wish to replace water in the water tank or drain it, remove the motor pump 

from the housing inside the tank before removing the water tank. Make sure this is 

done over a bucket, outside or somewhere whereby the water will not leak onto or 

damage carpet or flooring. 

 

NOTE: The function of the above items can be carried out with your remote 

controller by pressing the corresponding function button.

1. Remove the Battery Cover Plate from the bottom of the remote controller. 

2. Replace the old battery with a new one onto the Battery Cover Plate. 

3. Reinsert the Battery Cover Plate firmly into the remote controller. 
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CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE 

 

1) Air Filter 

To clean the air filter, use only clean water with soft brush to remove dust. 

 

2) Water Tank 

1) Ensure that the unit is switched off entirely. 

2) Remove all water entirely from the water tank. 

3) Clean the sediments and inner water tank with mild soap. Rinse off afterwards. 

4) Ensure completely dry before placing the water tank back for use again. 

 

3) Outer Body 

To clean the outer body, use only mild soap with soft damp cloth (not dripping wet). 

 

NOTE: 

 After extended periods of use, be sure to replace the water in the tank with fresh clean 

water at least once per week. Cleaning of the air filter is recommended occasionally 

and should be left to dry completely before it is reused on the unit again. 

 When the unit is not in use, ensure that it is unplugged from the wall socket, water is 

drained thoroughly and placed back into its original box for storage until later use. 

 In any events of malfunction or doubt, do not attempt to repair by yourself, it may 

result in a fire hazard or electric shock. 

 

 

WARNING: 

Always remove the plug from the socket-outlet and allow the fan blower to stop 

completely before cleaning it. 

Do not immerse the unit in water. 

Do not use any cleaning chemicals such as detergents and abrasives. 

Do not allow the interior (especially the PCB) to get in contact with water as it could 

be dangerous.
