Return the

appliance to the nearest authorized dealer or after-sales service centre for

examination, repair or mechanical adjustment.

Do not let the power cord hang over the edge of table or hot surface.

To protect against electric shock do not immerse cord, plugs, or housing in water or

other liquid.

Unplug the plug from wall outlet when not in use.

Do not place the appliance on or near the gas or electric burner, or in a heated oven.

WARNING: Do not use the appliance near water.

This product should not be used in immediate vicinity of water, such as bathtub,

washbowls, swimming pool, etc. where the like hood of immersion or splashing could

occur.

9. Never use any accessories or parts from other manufacturers or that ELBA does not
specifically recommended.

10. While operating the appliance, the product surface will be very hot, use only the
handle. Let the appliance to cool down before cleaning.

OPERATING THE APPLIANCE FOR THE FIRST TIME

1. Unpack the appliance and place it on a flat and heat resistance surface.

2. Lightly grease the heating surface before the appliance is used for the first time.
Let the appliance to work for about 10 minutes with heating surfaces closed.

3. Let the appliance cold off before wiping the heating surface with a damp cloth. Dry the
heating surface with a paper towel.



OPERATING THE APPLIANCE

. Insert the plug into the wall outlet and power on. At this stage, the power indicator

light in red (power mode) and green (ready mode) will illuminate. Keep the lid of the
sandwich maker closed during the warming-time. After a few minutes, the power
indicator light in green will turn off to show the sandwich maker is ready for use.

. Unlock the handle clip to open the lid and place each toast. Close the lid and ensure

the sandwich is placed evenly. Lock the handle clip.
Caution: Heating plates are hot at this stage, please handle with care!

. The green power indicator light will light up after a few seconds. The toasting process

is finished.
Note: Do not use pointed or sharp objects to avoid damaging the heating surfaces.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

1.

After use, power off the switch and unplug the plug from the wall outlet. Allow the
appliance to cool down before cleaning.

. Wipe the heating surfaces with absorbent paper or towel or soft cloth.

WARNING: Never immerse the appliance in water or any other liquids for cleaning.

. Clean outer body of the sandwich maker with a slightly damp cloth. Do not use abrasive

detergents to clean the sandwich maker.

. Store the appliance in a safe clean place.
