Carpeted Surfaces: Allow sufficient clearance of carpet thread and pile when drilling hole into floor to
avoid wrapping or binding to drill bit.

Tiled Surfaces: It is recommended to use a diamond coated drill bit to avoid chipping and damage of tiles.
