4. Do you promise to provide, through God’s blessing, for the physical, 
emotional, intellectual, and spiritual needs of your children, looking to 
your own heavenly Father for the wisdom, love, and strength to serve and 
not use them?

5. Do you promise, God helping you, to make it your regular prayer that, 
by God’s grace, your children will come to trust in Jesus Christ alone for 
the forgiveness of their sins and for the fulfillment of all His promises to 
them, even eternal life, and in this faith follow Jesus as Lord and obey His 
teachings?
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
