SCRIPTURE

Genesis 1; Psalm 139:13-16

MAIN IDEA

God made everything.

AT HOME
e Talk about the different things God made.

e When you talk about trees, birds, dogs, people, and so on, tell your child
that God made these things.

e Tell your child that God made these things because God is so big.

MEMORY VERSE

Work on memorizing this month’s verse with your child.
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The Bible contains rich material for
prayer. This section models how Psalm
1 could be used as a springboard for
prayer. A sample paragraph follows each
passage, demonstrating how each might
be paraphrased in prayer.

Blessed is the man who walks not
in the counsel of the wicked, nor
stands in the way of sinners, nor sits
in the seat of scoffers;—Psalm 1:1

“Don’t let my child listen to ungodly
advice or follow the wisdom of this world.
Help him to not listen to the suggestions
of evil men or to be swept up into untruth.
Don’t let him follow ungodly friends or
associate with those who despise the truth
and sin against You. Help him to choose
good friends and to love the people of
God. Help him to love those who love Your
Word and listen to the advice of those
who would seek Your counsel. Don’t ever
let him mock the things of God or make
fun of truth. Help him not to be ashamed
of the gospel...”

LORD, and on his law he meditates
day and night.—Psalm 1:2

“May he love Your Word and rejoice in
Your ways. Give him a hunger for Your
Word and the discipline to meditate on
it often. Help him to know the Word and
to memorize the Word. May it be a ready
defense for him in time of temptation or
trial...”

They will not stop when the star is moving. Shake head “no.”

The men went many days.
Where is the star going? Hold up your palms in a questioning
gesture, and look puzzled.

The star will take them to little Jesus.
What a happy day! Smile and clap.
They will see Jesus!

One day the star stopped.

The star stopped at a house. Display Star Over Inn (9C).

Who is inside? Make a questioning gesture and a puzzled
Is it Jesus? expression.

Yes, it is Jesus! Display Wise Men See Jesus (9D).

The men were so happy! Show excitement in your voice.

They gave Jesus presents. You may want to show presents.

What could the men say to Jesus?
“We love you, Jesus.

We are happy to see you. Clap.
You are very special.
You are great.”

MAIN IDEA

Activity: Review the story of Jesus’ death with the children.

Why are these ladies crying? Display Women (14A).

They are sad because their friend, Jesus is on the cross. | Display Jesus on Cross (14B).

It hurt Jesus very much to be on the cross. Point to Jesus’ hands and feet.

He can call angel warriors to fight the soldiers. ]
