MEASUREMENTS
Approx 10" x [25.5 cm] tall x 9" 
[23 cm] diameter, excluding limbs.

GAUGE
18 sc and 20 rows = 4" [10 cm].

INSTRUCTIONS
Notes:
• Stu�  e is worked in a continuous 

spiral. Do not join at end of rnds. 
Place marker on � rst st of rnd 
and move marker each rnd to 
keep place. 

• To change colors, work to last 
2 loops on hook and draw 
new color through last 2 loops 
and proceed. 

BODY
With MC, ch 2. 
1st rnd: 8 sc in 2nd ch from hook, 
placing marker on � rst st for beg of 
rnd. Do not join. 8 sc. 
2nd rnd:  2 sc in each sc 
around. 16 sc. 
3rd rnd: *2 sc in next sc. 1 sc in 
next sc. Rep from * around. 24 sc. 
4th rnd: *2 sc in next sc. 1 sc 
in each of next 2 sc. Rep from * 
around. 32 sc.
5th rnd: *2 sc in next sc. 1 sc 
in each of next 3 sc. Rep from * 
around. 40 sc. 
6th rnd: *1 sc in each of next 2 sc. 
2 sc in next sc. 1 sc in each of next 
2 sc. Rep from * around. 48 sc. 

MATERIALS

Bernat® Baby Velvet™ (10.5 oz/300 g; 492 yds/450 m)
Main Color (MC) Potpourri (86029) 1 ball
Contrast A Misty Gray (86016) 1 ball
Size U.S. D/3 (3.25 mm) crochet hook or size needed to obtain 
gauge. Stu�  ng. Susan Bates® steel yarn needle. Susan Bates® 
split-lock stitch count markers. 2 x 14 mm safety eyes. Small amount 
of black worsted weight yarn for embroidery.

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7th rnd: *2 sc in next sc. 1 sc 
in each of next 5 sc. Rep from * 
around. 56 sc. 
8th rnd: *1 sc in each of next 3 sc. 
2 sc in next sc. 1 sc in each of next 
3 sc. Rep from * around. 64 sc. 
9th rnd: *2 sc in next sc. 1 sc 
in each of next 7 sc. Rep from * 
around. 72 sc. 
10th rnd: 1 sc in each sc around. 
11th rnd: *1 sc in each of next 4 sc. 
2 sc in next sc. 1 sc in each of next 
4 sc. Rep from * around. 80 sc. 
12th rnd: *2 sc in first sc. 1 sc 
in each of next 9 sc. Rep from * 
around. 88 sc. 
13th rnd: 1 sc in each sc around. 
14th rnd: *1 sc in each of next 5 sc. 
2 sc in next sc. 1 sc in each of next 
5 sc. Rep from * around. 96 sc. 
15th rnd: *2 sc in � rst sc. 1 sc in 
each of next 11 sc. Rep from * 
around. 104 sc. 
16th rnd: 1 sc in each sc around. 
17th rnd: *1 sc in each of next 6 sc. 
2 sc in next sc. 1 sc in each of next 
6 sc. Rep from * around. 112 sc. 
18th rnd: *2 sc in � rst sc. 1 sc in 
each of next 13 sc. Rep from * 
around. 120 sc. 
19th rnd: 1 sc in each sc around. 
Place 2nd marker at end of rnd – 
do not move 2nd marker each rnd. 

Rep last rnd until work from 2nd 
marker measures 4" [10 cm]. 

Shape top as as follows: 
1st rnd: *Sc2tog. 1 sc in each of next 
13 sc. Rep from * around. 112 sc. 
2nd to 4th rnds: 1 sc in each 
sc around. 
5th rnd:  *Sc2tog. 1 sc in 
each of next 12 sc. Rep from * 
around. 104 sc. 
6th to 8th rnds: 1 sc in each 
sc around.
9th rnd: *Sc2tog. 1 sc in each of 
next 11 sc. Rep from * around. 96 sc. 
10th and 11th rnds: 1 sc in each 
sc around.
12th rnd: *Sc2tog. 1 sc in each of 
next 10 sc. Rep from * around. 88 sc. 
13th rnd: 1 sc in each sc around.
14th rnd: *Sc2tog. 1 sc in each of 
next 9 sc. Rep from * around. 80 sc. 
15th rnd: 1 sc in each sc around. 
16th rnd: *1 sc in each of next 4 sc. 
Sc2tog. 1 sc in each of next 4 sc. 
Rep from * around. 72 sc. 
17th rnd: 1 sc in each sc around. 
18th rnd: *Sc2tog. 1 sc in each of 
next 7 sc. Rep from * around. 64 sc. 
19th rnd: 1 sc in each sc around. 
20th rnd: *1 sc in each of next 3 sc. 
Sc2tog. 1 sc in each of next 3 sc. 
Rep from * around. 56 sc. 

21st rnd: 1 sc in each sc around. 
22nd rnd: *Sc2tog. 1 sc in each of 
next 5 sc. Rep from * around. 48 sc. 
23rd rnd: 1 sc in each sc around. 
24th rnd: *1 sc in each of next 2 sc. 
Sc2tog. 1 sc in each of next 2 sc. 
Rep from * around. 40 sc. 
Insert safety eyes. Stuff Body 
and Head. 
25th rnd: 1 sc in each sc around. 
26th rnd: *Sc2tog. 1 sc in each of 
next 3 sc. Rep from * around. 32 sc. 
21st rnd: *1 sc in next sc. 
Sc2tog. 1 sc in next sc. Rep from * 
around. 24 sc. 
22nd rnd: *Sc2tog. 1 sc in next sc. 
Rep from * around. 16 sc. 
23rd rnd: *Sc2tog. Rep from * 
around. 8 sc. Fasten o�  leaving a 
long end. Thread end through rem 
sts and fasten securely.

EARS (make 4).
With MC, ch 10. 
1st row: (RS). 1 sc in 2nd ch from 
hook. 1 sc in each ch to end of 
chain. 9 sc. Turn.
2nd and alt rows: Ch 1. 1 sc in 
each sc to end of row. Turn. 
3rd row: Ch 1. Sc2tog. 1 sc in each 
of next 5 sc. Sc2tog. 7 sc. Turn. 
4th row: Ch 1. Sc2tog. 1 sc in each 
of next 3 sc. Sc2tog. 5 sc. Turn. 

5th row: Ch 1. Sc2tog. 1 sc in next 
sc. Sc2tog. 3 sc. Turn. 
6th row: Ch 1. Sc3tog. Fasten o� . 

Join Ears: Hold 2 Ears tog with WS 
facing each other. Join MC with 
sl st through both thicknesses to 
bottom right corner of Ears. 
1st row: (RS). Ch 1. Working 
through both thicknesses, work 
8 sc evenly up right side of Ear 
to corner. 3 sc in corner. Work 
8 sc evenly down left side of Ear. 
Fasten o� . 

SNOUT  
With MC, ch 5.  Working in spiral as 
given for Body, proceed as follows:
1st rnd: 1 sc in 2nd ch from hook. 
1 sc in each of next 2 ch. 3 sc in last 
ch. Working across opposite side of 
foundation ch, 1 sc in each of next 
2 ch. 2 sc in last ch. 10 sc.
2nd rnd: 2 sc in � rst sc. 1 sc in each 
of next 2 sc. 2 sc in each of next 3 sc. 
1 sc in each of next 2 sc. 2 sc in each 
of last 2 sc. 16 sc.
3rd rnd: 1 sc in � rst sc. 2 sc in next 
sc. 1 sc in each of next 3 sc. (2 sc in 
next sc. 1 sc in next sc) 3 times. 1 sc 
in each of next 2 sc. 2 sc in next sc. 
1 sc in next sc. 2 sc in next sc. 22 sc. 
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4th rnd: Working in back loops only, 
1 sc in each sc around.
5th to 7th rnds: Working in both 
loops, 1 sc in each sc around. 
Fasten o� . 
Stu�  Snout lightly.

HOOVES (make 4)
With A, ch 2.
Working in spiral as for Body, 
proceed as follows: 
1st rnd: 8 sc in 2nd ch from hook. 
Place marker on last st for beg of 
rnd. 8 sc. 
2nd rnd:  2 sc in each sc 
around. 16 sc. 
3rd rnds: *2 sc in next sc. 1 sc in 
next sc. Rep from * around. 24 sc.
4th rnd: *2 sc in next sc. 1 sc in each 
of next 2 sc. Rep from * around. 32 sc. 
5th rnd: Working in back loops only, 
1 sc in each sc around. 
6th and 7th rnds: Working in both 
loops, 1 sc in each sc around. 
8th rnd: *Sc2tog. 1 sc in each of 
next 2 sc. Rep from * around. 24 sc. 
9th rnd: 1 sc in each sc around.
10th rnd: *Sc2tog. 1 sc in next sc. 
Rep from * around. Break A. 16 sc. 
Join MC with sl st to back loop only 
of any sc. 

11th rnd: With MC, and working 
in back loops only, 1 sc in each 
sc around. 
12th to 15th rnds: Working in both 
loops, 1 sc in each sc around. 
Fasten o� . 
Stu�  Hoof lightly.

Create cloven hoof: Thread yarn 
needle with length of A.  Draw 
yarn through center of hoof base 
(middle of 1st rnd) and up to top 
of 10th rnd (at color change). Cinch 
tightly to form cloven hoof.  Secure 
ends. Repeat for each Hoof.

TAIL
With MC, ch 14.
1st row: 2 dc in 4th ch from hook. 
3 dc in each ch to end of chain. 
Fasten o� .

FINISHING
Sew Ears, Snout, Hooves and Tail 
to Body as seen in photo. With 
MC, create nostrils by making 2 
tight stitches in Snout, and tacking 
them to Body. With black worsted 
weight yarn, embroider eyebrows 
and mouth using Stem Stitch.
