GAUGE: 15 sts = 4" (10 cm); 7
rows = 4" (10 cm) in double
crochet. CHECK YOUR
GAUGE. Use any size hook to
obtain the gauge

SPECIAL TECHNIQUE

Adjustable loop ring: Holding yarn a
few inches [cms] from end, wrap around
your finger. Do not remove wrap from
finger, insert hook into wrap and draw
up a loop of working yarn. Chain one to
secure loop and remove ring from finger.
Work stitches of first round in ring. Pull
gently, but firmly, on tail to tighten ring

BLANKET

Round 1: With A, work an adjustable
loop ring, ch 3 (counts as first dc here
and throughout), 2 dc inring, [ch 2, 3
dc in ring] 3 times, ch 2, slip st in top of
beginning ch-3. Pull adjustable loop ring
closed.

Round 2: Turn, slip st in first ch-2 space,
ch 3, (2 dc, ch 2, 3 dc) all in same ch-2
space for corner, [ch 1, (3 dc ch 2, 3 dc)
all in next ch-2 space for corner] 3 times,
ch 1, slip st in top of beginning ch-3.
Round 3: Turn, slip st in first ch-1 space,
(ch 3, 2 dc) in same ch-1 space, [ch 1,

(3 dc ch 2, 3 dc) all in next corner ch-2
space, ch 1, 3 dc in next ch-1 space] 3
times, ch 1, (3 dc ch 2, 3 dc) all in next
corner ch-2 space, ch 1, slip st in top of
beginning ch-3.

Round 4: Turn, slip st in first ch-1 space,
(ch 3, 2 dc) in same ch-1 space, [ch 1,

(3 dc ch 2, 3 dc) all in next corner ch-2
space, (ch 1, 3 dc) in each ch-1 space to
next corner ch-2 space] 3 times, ch 1,

(3 dc ch 2, 3 dc) all in next corner ch-2
space, (ch 1, 3 dc) in each ch-1 space

to beginning ch-3, ch 1, slip st in top of
beginning ch-3.

Round 5: Turn, slip st in first ch-1 space,
(ch 3, 2 dc) in same ch-1space, (ch 1, 3
dc) in each ch-1 space to next corner
ch-2 space, [ch 1, (3 dc ch 2, 3dc) all
in next corner ch-2 space, (ch 1, 3 dc)
in each ch-1 space to next corner ch-2
space] 3 times, ch 1, (3 dc ch 2, 3 dc) all
in next corner ch-2 space, (ch 1, 3 dc) in
each ch-1 space to beginning ch-3, ch 1,
slip st in top of beginning ch-3.
Rounds 6-25: Repeat Round 5. Fasten
off A.
Round 26: Turn, join B in any ch-1 space
with a slip st, (ch 3, 2 dc) in same ch-1
space, (ch 1, 3 dc) in each ch-1 space to
next corner ch-2 space, [ch 1, (3 dc ch 2,
3 dc) all in next corner ch-2 space, (ch 1,
3 dc) in each ch-1 space to next corner
ch-2 space] 3 times,ch1,(3dcch 2 3
dc) all in next corner ch-2 space, (ch 1, 3
dc) in each ch-1 space to beginning ch-3,
ch 1, slip st in top of beginning ch-3.
Rounds 27-36: With B, repeat Round 5.
Fasten off B.
Round 37: Turn, join C in any ch-1 space
with a slip st, (ch 3, 2 dc) in same ch-1
space, (ch 1, 3 dc) in each ch-1 space to
next corner ch-2 space, [ch 1, (3 dc ch 2,
3 dc) all in next corner ch-2 space, (ch 1,
3 dc) in each ch-1 space to next corner
ch-2 space] 3 times,ch 1, (3dcch 2,3
dc) all in next corner ch-2 space, (ch 1, 3
dc) in each ch-1 space to beginning ch-3,
ch 1, slip st in top of beginning ch-3.
Rounds 38-45: With C, repeat Round 5.
Fasten off.
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FINISHING

Weave in ends.
