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Rib Knit Hat

Designed by Linda Cyr.

Hat measures 9” tall and 22” circumference, slightly 
stretched.

RED HEART® Boutique™ “Treasure™”: 1 ball 1913 
Spectrum 

Knitting Needles: 5mm [US 8] circular knitting needle, 
16” long.
Double Pointed Needles: One set 5mm [US 8] double 
pointed needles.
Yarn needle, stitch marker.

GAUGE: 14 sts = 4”; 30 rounds = 4” in pattern st. CHECK 
YOUR GAUGE. Use any size needles to obtain the gauge.

Note: When instructed to slip stitches, slip them purlwise.

HAT
Cast on 66 sts. Place marker for beginning of round. Work 
in rounds.
Round 1: *[K1, p1] twice, k2; repeat from * around.
Round 2: *[P1, k1] twice, p1, slip 1; repeat from * around.
Repeat last 2 rounds until piece measures 9” from begin-
ning, end with a Round 2.

Shape Crown
Note: Change to double pointed needles when stitches 
have been sufficiently decreased.
Round 1 (decrease): *[K1, p1] twice, k2tog; repeat from * 
around—55 sts.
Round 2: *[P1, k1] twice, slip 1; repeat from * around.
Round 3: *[K1, p1] twice, k1; repeat from * around.
Round 4: Repeat Round 2.
Rounds 5 and 6: Repeat last 2 rounds.
Round 7 (decrease): *K1, p1, k1, k2tog; repeat from * 
around—44 sts.
Round 8: *P1, k1, p1, slip 1; repeat from * around.
Round 9: *K1, p1, k2; repeat from * around.
Round 10: Repeat Round 8.
Rounds 11 and 12: Repeat last 2 rounds.
Round 13 (decrease): *K1, p1, k2tog; repeat from * 
around—33 sts.
Round 14: *P1, k1, slip 1; repeat from * around.
Round 15: *K1, p1, k1; repeat from * around.
Round 16 (decrease): *K1, k2tog; repeat from * 
around—22 sts.
Round 17: *P1, slip 1; repeat from * around.
Round 18: Knit.
Round 19: Repeat Round 17.
Round 20 (decrease): *K2tog; repeat from * around—11 sts.
Cut yarn, leaving a 12” tail. Using yarn needle, thread tail 
through stitches of last round and pull to close opening.

FINISHING
Secure tail and weave in ends.

Pair up a comfortable rib knit style with a 
beautiful yarn and you get the perfect head 

warming hat. The yarn features subtle shading 
and is versatile enough to wear for both 

metropolitan and country outings.
