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Buttoned Wrap

 L, 

Designed by Cathy Payson.

Directions are for size XS; changes for sizes S, M, 
and XL are in parentheses.

Finished Measurements: 40 (44, 48, 52, 56)” around and 
17 (18, 19, 20, 21)” long.

RED HEART® Boutique™ “Changes™”: 3 balls 9403 
Granite.
Knitting Needles: 6mm [US 10].
Yarn needle, three 28mm buttons.

GAUGE: 15 sts = 4”; 20 rows = 4” in St st. CHECK YOUR 
GAUGE. Use any size needle to obtain the gauge.

WRAp
Cast on 150 (166, 180, 196, 210) sts. Work in ribbing as 
follows:
Ribbing Row: * K1, P1; repeat from * across.
Repeat Ribbing Row for 2½”. Now work in St st until 13 
(14, 15, 16, 17)” from beginning, end purl row.

First Decrease Row (Right Side): K19 (12, 15, 9, 12), 
[K2tog, K1 (2, 2, 3, 3)] 38 (36, 38, 36, 38) times, K17 (10, 
13, 7, 8) – 112 (130, 142, 160, 172) sts.

Work even in St st for 1”, end Purl row.

2nd Decrease Row: K12 (6, 12, 4, 13), [K2tog, K1 (2, 2, 
4, 3)] 30 (30, 30, 26, 30) times, K10 (4, 10, 0, 9) – 82 (100, 
112, 134, 142) sts.

Work even in St st for 1”, end Purl row.

3rd Decrease Row: K2 (0, 2, 4, 2), [K2tog, K6 (8, 9, 11, 
12)] 10 times – 72 (90, 102, 124, 132) sts.

Repeat Ribbing Row for 2”, end wrong side row. Bind off 
loosely in ribbing.

FiNiSHiNG 
Button Band
With right side facing, pick up and K56 (58, 62, 64, 68) sts 
along left placket edge. Work Ribbing Row for 2”. Bind off 
loosely in ribbing.

Buttonhole Band
Mark right placket for buttonholes, the first 1” down from 
top edge, the last 6 (7, 7, 8, 8)” above lower edge and the 
remaining buttonhole evenly spaced between.

With right side facing, pick up and K56 (58, 62, 64, 68) sts 
along right placket edge. Work Ribbing Row for 1”.

Buttonhole Row: [Work in ribbing to marker, yo, K2tog] 
3 times, work in ribbing to end.
Continue in ribbing for 1”. Bind off loosely in ribbing. Sew 
on buttons to correspond to buttonholes. Weave in ends.

Knit with beautiful yarn that changes texture 
while you are knitting, this wrap is the perfect 

shoulder warming accessory. Wear it as shown, 
buttoned at the shoulder, or move the opening to 

the front and leave it open.
