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Introduction
The MagicStream® Laminar provides a clear, turbulence-free stream of water that can 
be lit for a dazzling nighttime effect. The 12 VAC powered LED light engine is capable 
of generating a series of multicolored light shows, or can be set to display a continuous, 
single color. If desired, the built-in solenoid “thumper” can create a random “wrinkle,” in 
the Laminar’s stream, causing it to display a brilliant spot of light that moves along the 
stream’s arc.  The light enhancer can be adjusted to maximize the light in the arc.  The 
MagicStream laminar comes equipped with an ABS deck housing for easy installation in a 
deck surface, or in the landscaping surrounding the pool, fountain, or spa. 

Design Points
•	 The MagicStream laminar arc can reach a maximum height of seven 

feet and a distance of eight feet.
•	 To achieve the maximum laminar arc height,  a water supply of 10 GPM 

with 16 ft of head (measured at the laminar) is required.
•	 Install the Laminar close to the edge of the pool to minimize water from 

splashing on the deck on windy days.
•	 Use a 20 micron cartridge filter to supply clean, filtered water to the 

Laminar.  Do not use a DE or sand filter.
•	 Use 1” Sch40 PVC pipe to supply the Laminar.  On long pipe runs, 

calculate the pressure drop and compensate by increasing the supply 
pressure.

•	 Install a throttling valve on the water supply to EACH Laminar.  When 
installing more than one laminar, it is recommended to install a throttling 
valve on the main supply manifold.

•	 Install a 1-1/2” drain line to the bottom of the laminar deck housing and 
create a drain system to prevent standing water inside the deck housing. 

 
	

•	 The deck housing electrical connection (marked “Electrical” on the 
housing) is designed for 1” PVC conduit.  

•	 The LED light engine comes with a 100’ long 2-wire cable.  Use a 
120/12VAC-100 Watt or 300 Watt pool lighting transformer (purchased 
separately) powered with a GFCI breaker.  Six Laminars can be 
powered with one 100 Watt transformer.  Up to 14 laminars may be 
powered with one 300 Watt transformer. Follow all current National 
Electric Code (NEC) and local codes to determine the placement of the 
transformer.

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MagicStream® Laminar Overview
This manual describes how to install and replace the MagicStream® Laminar. The 
MagicStream laminar provides brilliant vivid multi-colors with spectacular lighting effects 
for your pool and spa. The energy efficient colored LED array utilizes IntelliBrite® Color 
LED Light technology and can cycle through colors at varying speeds and in different 
sequences of colors. Choose one of the seven pre-programmed color light shows or select 
one of the five fixed colors to create virtually endless range of dramatic underwater lighting 
effects for a spectacular effect in your pool and spa. 

The LED Light Engine controls the operation of the following features, and its built-
in memory capability ensures that each time you turn the light engine on, it resumes 
operation with the same features in operation as when you last turned it off:

If multiple types of IntelliBrite LED lights are being used,  all lights connected to the same 
transformer will be working together.

Note: For more information about setting up and operating the MagicStream Laminar, see

The MagicStream laminar can be controlled using a standard wall-mount light switch. 
Multiple MagicStream laminars can be connected via a junction box to a single switch so 
that all lights can be switched on and off together. The lights are controlled by cycling the 
AC power to the power supply and from there to the lights from a standard wall switch. By 
turning the switch OFF and ON a specific number of times, the light activates one of the 
seven light show modes, fixed colors, or enables the “Hold” and “Recall”  feature.

Operating MagicStream® Laminars Using a Wall Switch

There are two operating settings built-in the MagicStream laminar, Standard Mode and 
IntelliBrite Mode.  The default factory setting is IntelliBrite Mode.  Use the Standard 
Mode setting if you wish to be compatible with legacy laminars without IntelliBrite Mode 
capability.  If there is a MagicStream laminar model installed in your pool or spa that does 
not support the IntelliBrite Mode feature, reset the MagicStream laminar to Standard Mode 
to match the existing set up, see page 8.  To access the Standard Mode setting, you must 
cycle the power to the MagicStream laminar  with 16 off/on sequences.  To return to the 
IntelliBrite Mode setting, cycle the power 17 
 off/on sequences.

Operating MagicStream® Laminars Using Automation Control System  
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Using an External Transformer for Multiple 12 VAC MagicStream® 
Laminars
When using a 100 Watt transformer (set at 12 VAC) with multiple 12 VAC MagicStream® 
Laminars, it is recommended that no more than six (6) MagicStream laminars be used 
with a maximum of 50 feet 12 gauge cable run, between the transformer and the junction 
box. There should be no more than 100 feet of cable between the junction box and the 
MagicStream laminar.  This will ensure that the MagicStream laminars receive a minimum 
operating power of 12 VAC. Note: For long cable lengths, set transformer to 14 VAC, see 
diagram below.

Switch
MagicStream Laminars are compatible with IntelliBrite light colors and shows and can be 
synchronized with IntelliBrite color lights. First switch power on to the light; the previously 
selected color show mode or fixed color is displayed. To select a color show mode (1-7) 
or fixed color (8-12), rapidly turn the wall switch Off/On a specific number of times. Each 
number (1-17) shown below corresponds to the number of times to power-cycle the switch 
to activate a color light show or fixed color.  For details about saving color effects while in 
Show modes, see “Hold” and “Recall” feature on

MagicStream Laminars can be controlled using a standard wall-mount light switch or by 
the IntelliBrite® Controller (see page 10). Multiple MagicStream laminars can be connect-
ed via a junction box and 12 VAC transformer to a single switch so that all lights can be 
switched on and off together.  MagicStream laminars are controlled by cycling AC power 
to the 12 VAC transformer from a standard wall switch. By turning the switch Off and On 
a specific number of times, the light activates one of the seven light show modes, fixed 
colors, or enables the “Hold” and “Recall” feature, see page 10.

Operating MagicStream® Laminars Using a Wall Switch
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Example: To select California Sunset Mode; First switch power on to the light; the 
previously selected color show mode or fixed color is displayed, then rapidly turn the switch 
off and on six (6) successive times. During the Off/On switching process, no illumination 
will occur. 

Which Mode the Light is in? Turn the switch Off/On 17 times to reset the light to 
IntelliBrite Mode, fixed on white, Random Mode off and Thumper on.  
From there you can set the desired mode. See page 6.

Saving a color mode or fixed color
When power is switched off to the MagicStream laminars, the last color show mode or 
fixed color will be saved. The next time the light is powered on, the previously saved color 
show mode or fixed color will be displayed. For example, while in Party Mode switch the 
light off. Wait more than 10 seconds, switch the light back on to resume Party Mode.

Random Mode
The MagicStream® Laminar has an additional Random Mode.  In Random Mode the lights 
will randomly transition through the same color palette as in IntelliBrite Mode at a similar 
speed to the IntelliBrite Mode.  As an example, lights in American Mode display a pattern 
of red, white and blue, while lights in IntelliBrite Random Mode and American Mode will 
display the same colors, but each light will display them in a random order. The speed of 
the transitions is also tied to the IntelliBrite Mode. Sam Mode will change colors slowly 
and Party Mode will change more rapidly.

Activating IntelliBrite Random Mode:  To toggle IntelliBrite Random Mode On or Off 
you need to enter Party Mode(Off-On-Off-On), wait until the lights come on and then enter 
Party Mode a second time (Off-On-Off-On) with less than 30 seconds between them (Off-
On-Off-On) (Wait for light to come on) (Off-On-Off-On) (Wait for light to come on).

Solenoid Thumper

 
 
All modes, except random, thump every 4 seconds except for Party Mode which thumps 
every 2 seconds.  Random Mode thumps randomly every 1 to  3.5 seconds.

The solenoid thumper feature creates a “wrinkle” in the laminar stream creating a brilliant 
spot of light in the laminar arc. Toggle the Thumper On or Off by entering Party Mode 3 
times in less than 30 seconds…
(Off-On-Off-On) (Wait for light to come on) (Off-On-Off-On) (Wait for light to come on) 
(Off-On-Off-On) (Wait for light to come on)

Resetting All Lights: To Reset all the lights you need to enter Party Mode four (4) times 
with less than 30 seconds between them. This will turn IntelliBrite Random Mode OFF.  
This is needed because should two lights ever get into different states, toggling their 
states will never fix the problem (Off-On-Off-On) (Wait for light to come on) (Off-On-Off-
On) (Wait for light to come on) (Off-On-Off-On) (Wait for light to come on) (Off-On-Off-On) 
(Wait for light to come on).
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To access the Standard Mode setting, you must cycle the power to the MagicStream® 
Laminar with 16 Off/On sequences.  To return to the IntelliBrite Mode, cycle the power Off/
On with 17 sequences.  When in Standard Mode, turning the switch Off and On a specific 
number of times, the light activates one of the three light show modes or locks a chosen 
color.

Selecting a color light show mode or fixed color
Switch power on to the MagicStream laminar. A random color will flash indicating the 
program you are in, followed by the previously selected program mode. To select a color 
show mode or fixed color, turn the wall switch off/on a specific number of times. Please 
review the chart below and follow the power cycle sequence to activate the various show 
feature effects while in “show” modes.

1. Fixed Color: Turn power off and then on to “Hold” the Light on that specific color (no 
matter what color show you are in). If you keep the unit on that color for at least five (5) 
seconds, the MagicStream laminar will “save” this color and keep it in that mode until you 
release it with an additional power off/on sequence. In “Fixed Color” mode the light when 
powered on, will not flash its program, but immediately go to the “Fixed Color” chosen.

2. Color Show Mode: Turn power off and then on twice (Off/On, Off/On) to cycle through 
the following three color modes. Turning the power on and off twice (Off/On, Off/On) will 
continue to cycle through the programs.

Operating MagicStream® Laminars in Standard Mode

Synchronized Mode: All MagicStream laminars on the same circuit will synchronize 
and cycle on the same colors. When the units are in this mode, when powered up, 
the light will flash a random color one time and then turn all units on white and then 
start cycling through the eight colors. The single flash of a random color is the visual 
confirmation what color show you have activated. The light will stay in this mode each 
time the system is powered on until a program change is made. Colors will change at 10 
sec intervals. 

Random Mode: Turn the power on and then off twice (Off/On, Off/On) and the light 
will cycle to the next program, Random Mode. In this mode each of the MagicStream 
laminars will cycle together, but in random colors. When this mode is selected, the light 
will flash twice to indicate it is in random mode and then start up in a random color 
sequence.  If multiple lights are on the same circuit, each light will display different 
random colors. Colors will change at about 10 sec intervals but in a completely random 
sequence.  In this mode, multiple Laminars will NOT change colors together.

Party Mode: Turn the power on and then off twice (Off/On, Off/On) and the light will 
cycle to the next program, Party Mode. In this mode each of the MagicStream laminars 
will cycle together, but in random colors and in ever increasing cycle speeds until the 
last ten seconds at which time the MagicStream laminars will randomly flash different 
colors at different times. When this mode is selected, the light will flash three times to 
indicate it is in Party Mode and then start up in a random color sequence. If multiple 
lights are on the same circuit, each light will display different colors.  Colors will change 
randomly and slowly at first, then speed up, until the sequence ends with quick flashes 
and strobes. The sequence then repeats, beginning with the slow changes. In this mode, 
multiple laminars will NOT change color together.

Activating IntelliBrite Random Mode: To toggle IntelliBrite Random Mode On or Off you 
need to enter Party Mode, wait until the lights come on turn the dial one notch and then 
enter Party Mode a second time with less than 30 seconds between them.

Activating Solenoid Thumper: The solenoid thumper feature creates a “wrinkle” in the 
laminar stream creating a brilliant spot of light in the laminar arc. Toggle the Thumper On 
or Off by entering Party Mode 3 times in less than 30 seconds.  For example, turn the dial 
to Party Mode, wait until the lights come on, turn the dial one notch and then back to Party 
Mode and repeat a third time within 30 seconds.

Resetting All Lights: To Reset all the lights you need to enter Party Mode four (4) times 
with less than 30 seconds between them. This will turn IntelliBrite Random Mode OFF. This 
is needed because should two lights ever get into different states, toggling their states will 
never fix the problem.

There are two ways to issue the commands with an IntelliBrite controller. You can switch 
to Party Mode and then turn the lights on and off using the Green button the desired 
number of times or you can switch back and forth between Party Mode and Sam Mode the 
desired number of times. Both methods require you to wait until the lights come back on 
before repeating the procedure. If the lights are not within sight of the controller, waiting 10 
seconds between each change also works.

IntelliBrite® Controller
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The following describes how to install the MagicStream® Laminar.

INSTALLING MAGICSTREAM® LAMINAR 
(NEW POOL CONSTRUCTION)

1. 	 Dig a hole measuring 24” deep and 24” square and place the deck 
housing in it.  This will allow enough room to connect the supply piping 
and electrical conduit.

2.	 Solvent weld the conduit and the drain and supply piping to the deck 
housing.

3.	 Anchor the deck housing so that the top of the housing cover collar is at 
the level of the finished deck (Figure 1).  The adjustable collar should be 
angled so that it will align flush with the finished deck surface.

From the IntelliTouch control system control panel you can 
control the light shows. To access the MagicStream laminar screens, from the IntelliTouch 
control system indoor control panel or the wireless MobileTouch® Remote Control Panel.

Assigning a Circuit Name
To identify the MagicStream laminar connected to the auxiliary circuits (AUX 1, AUX 
2) in the IntelliTouch control system load center, you need to assign the MagicStream 
laminar circuit name to the corresponding auxiliary circuits in the IntelliTouch control 
system indoor control panel. Choose a circuit name from the preset list of names for 
the MagicStream laminar connected to the auxiliary relay installed in the IntelliTouch 
load control system center.

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2. 	 Make sure the spare o-rings are in place.  Place the union winterization 
plugs in the laminar adjustment nuts and screw them in place on the laminar 
body (Figure 5).

3.	 Connect the laminar to the supply pipe with the union connection (Figure 5).  
Make sure the o-ring stays in its groove.

4.	 Adjust the laminar so that the laminar orifice is visible through the slot in the 
deck housing lid.

5.	 Place the deck housing lid/laminar unit in the deck housing (Figure 5).  If the 
hoses in the deck housing prevent the proper seating of the deck housing lid, 
you may have to loosen the union nut briefly and allow the hoses to twist, so 
that they spiral out of the way, into the deck housing.

6.	 Adjust the laminar throttling valve to ¼ open.  Turn on the supply pump and 
let the laminar fill with water.

7.	 When a stream of water begins to flow from the laminar orifice, adjust the 
flow, elevation and direction as desired.

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Light Enhancer Setup (darkness required)
	 You may want to vary the intensity of the light when using the LED to light 

the laminar stream.  You can adjust the light intensity by means of the light 
enhancer.  The light enhancer uses a very small stream of water to add very 
small bubbles to the stream.  The screw that controls the  light enhancer is 
located on the laminar orifice plate (Figure 6).

	 There is no optimal setting for the light enhancer, and the intensity of the light 
emitting from the laminar stream is purely a matter of taste.  We encourage 
you to experiment with the light enhancer to achieve the effect you desire.  

 	 NOTE: Laminars are sensitive to wind, earth movement and equipment 
vibration. Secure the laminar and deck housing to minimize vibration. 
Periodic stream distortion, caused by pump vibrations and motor electrical 
fluctuations, is normal and not indicative of a nozzle defect. 

 	 NOTE:  A laminar may occasionally “burp” as a result of trapped air 
accumulating in the nozzle body. This phenomenon is normal and will occur 
until all air is purged from the piping system. Trapped air can also cause 
slight distortion in water action. It is imperative that all air is removed to 
ensure proper water feature operation.

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       The following information describes how to service and maintain the MagicStream® 		
       Laminar.

Filter Cleaning

	 Perform routine maintenance on the filter to ensure trouble-free Laminar 
operation. Be careful to keep debris out of  the discharge plumbing when 
cleaning the filter.  If debris gets into the filter discharge line to the laminar, 
follow this procedure:

1. 	 Remove the laminar by unscrewing the two deck housing lid retaining 
screws.

2.	 Remove the deck housing lid and laminar unit and place on the deck.  

3.	 Disconnect the supply union and turn on the Laminar supply pump until the 
water runs clear.

4.	 Reattach the union, place the laminar back in the deck housing and check 
the alignment of the stream.

5.	 Replace the deck housing lid retaining screws.

Clogged Laminar (Poor Stream Quality)

If the laminar orifice becomes clogged with debris, follow this procedure:

1.	 Remove the Laminar by unscrewing the two deck housing lid retaining 
screws.

2.	 Remove the deck housing lid and Laminar unit and place on the deck.  
Disconnect the supply union.

3.	 Using a garden hose, place the hose over the jet nozzle and force water 
backward through the unit and out the 3/4” open union.  This will clear most 
of the debris.

	 NOTE:  Do not insert anything into the laminar orifice!  This may permanently 
damage the laminar stream.

Symptom Action

The light will not  
illuminate.

What Mode is the light 
in?

Turn the switch Off/On 17 times. This will put the light in  
IntelliBrite Mode, fixed on white, Random Mode off and 
Thumper on.

Symptom Action

Both of the LEDs are 
flashing.

The IntelliBrite Controller has detected that the load has 
exceeded the maximum allowable wattage or the output is 
shorted out
1. Switch off the IntelliBrite Controller OFF.  Remove   
excessive load or short.
2. Press the IntelliBrite Controller power switch to power on 
the unit. Ensure that the LEDs are no longer flashing.

The light will not  
illuminate.

Light does not function 
properly.

Check the light wiring connection to the junction box at the 
pool side and to the main circuit breaker. 
Be sure that there is proper AC power applied to the light.
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Winterization
Do not let the laminar freeze.  This will void the warranty.

Take the following steps to winterize the laminar:

1. 	 Remove the laminar by unscrewing the two deck housing lid retaining 
screws.

2.	 Remove the deck housing lid and laminar unit and place on the deck.  
Disconnect the supply union.

3.	 Remove both union nuts from the laminar brackets and take off the union 
plugs (don’t lose the O-rings).

4.	 Spread the brackets carefully and separate the laminar unit from the 
brackets.

5.	 Drain the laminar by rotating the entire unit until most of the water runs out.

6. 	 Drain the filter and blow out the supply line.

7.	 Use the union nut and plug to cap off the supply line from the filter (Figure 7).

8.	 Coil the deck housing supply hose and push it to the bottom of the housing.

9.	 Turn the laminar unit so the orifice faces down toward the bottom of the deck 
housing (be careful not to damage the light enhancer needle).  Orienting the 
unit face down assures that water  in the LED light engine does not freeze.

10.	 Replace the deck housing lid.

11.	 Wait for Spring.

Spare O-rings
	 We included two spare O-rings with the laminar.  They are intended as 

replacements for  the water supply union O-ring when it is damaged or lost.
