Native to North America, it has been found as far north as Saskatchewan and Manitoba. The
DISTRIBUTION southern range extends to Texas and is found from the Dakotas and Colorado to New Jersey
and North Carolina.

The primary host are sunflowers, however can also be found on other plant families, mostly on

the Compositae (Asteraceae).

White, oval and at first about 1/16™ inch long, later becoming red or green and approximately

One generation in northern regions but can have multiple generations in warmer climates.

Research has shown that monitoring with pheromone traps is not an effective way to
MONITORING STRATEGY determine treatment thresholds. Sampling of adults and eggs is the recommended method.
Pheromone traps should be used to determine if adults are emerging.

Late planting may help reduce pest populations. Deep plowing in the fall may also help reduce
damage. However, this is only effective if done on an area-wide basis. It should be noted that
late planting could lead to an increase of red sunflower seed weevil damage.
