Before beginning, disconnect the power to the junction box. If replacing an existing fixture with more than two wire
leads, make a note as to where they were connected.

1. Pull the ends of the supply wires out the Mounting Bracket
front of the junction box. Use the included
crossbar screws to fasten the mounting

bracket to the junction box. Position the ﬁ
mounting bracket with ground screw facing out )@
(Fig. 1). Tighten down both crossbar screws Ground Screw

and attach the junction box ground wire with

the green ground screw on the mounting Fig. 1

INSTALLATION (CONT.)

2. Feed the ends of the supply wires
through the large hole in the mounting plate Mounting Plate
(ensure that there is enough wire to insert
into the contact terminals) (Fig. 3). Line up
the center hole (located below the
“Arrow“and “UP” molded into the mounting
plate) on the mounting bracket. Insert the
remaining quick connect screw into the
center hole and tighten until the mounting
plate is securely attached to the junction box
(Fig. 4).

Use the included gasket with a round surface box
as a barrier to prevent water seepage into the
electrical enclosure

3. Insert the wires into their designated contact
terminals (Fig. 5). Insert the Black Supply Wire
(Live) into the terminal marked “(L)”, insert the
White Supply Wire (Neutral) into the terminal

marked “(N)”(Fig. 6) and tighten screws to both
terminals (Fig. 7).
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4. The security light fits onto the mounting
plate in a specific manner. There are three
(3) tapered posts on the mounting plate,
two toward the top and one at the bottom.
They fit into three (3) corresponding holes
on the back side of the mounting base of
the fixture (Fig. 7). Line the holes and posts
up and guide the fixture onto the mounting
plate already attached to the junction box.
There are also 2 contact pins that align and
will engage the contact terminal block on
the mounting plate (Fig. 8).

5. Insert the 2 short stainless steel screws through the 2 holes on each
side of the mounting base and secure the fixture to the junction box
(Fig. 9). Restore the power to the junction box. Make sure the wall
switch that controls the electrical box for the security light is returned to
the “ON” position and check that the light is functioning properly.

6. Use silicone seal/caulking (not included) to seal-off around the mounting plate and the mounting surface to add an additional barrier to prevent
water seepage into the electrical enclosure.




LIGHT HEAD OPERATION

1. The light head can pivot about 85°up and down about 45° (Fig.10). Each individual light head can rotate right or left up to 60° in order to aim
light in a multitude of angles (Fig.11). Rotating beyond the set range will damage the fixture and could lead to an unsafe situation.
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TROUBLESHOOTING GUIDE

Before starting work to connect the fixture, shut off power supply at the circuit breaker panel to avoid electrical shock.
