e Height of top rail = 36" (or 42" for the 42" Rail Kit)

* Pencil ¢ Horizontal angle (22.5-44.5 degree) and compound
* Speed Square angle swivel brackets sold separately.

e Position crush sleeve under the center
hole of the bottom rail.
