2.	 Copy the Dream Lines onto slips of paper 

and keep them in a special box or envelope 

on your writing desk.

3.	 When you’re stuck, randomly select one of 

your Dream Lines and use it as a prompt 

to guide your writing.

4.	 Alternatively, you can select three or more 

Dream Lines at random and rearrange 

them into a poem or the start of a story.
