6 On (1) Unit 2 square, measure up from the lower left corner 1 78" and make a mark on the edge using a
* fabric pencil (Fig. 8). Measure in from the lower right corner %" and make a mark on the edge. Using a
ruler, draw a diagonal line between the two marks. Using the drawn line as a guide, place (1) Fabric D
Template 1 triangle on the Unit 2 square, right sides together (Fig. 8). Sew the components together.
Trim the excess fabric leaving a ¥4” seam and press the triangle open (Fig. 9).
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7 On the same Unit 2 square from Step 6, measure up from the lower right corner 1 74" and make a mark
* onthe edge using a fabric pencil (Fig. 10). Measure in from the lower left corner 2" and make a mark
on the edge. Using a ruler, draw a diagonal line between the two marks. Using the drawn line as a
guide, place (1) Fabric C Template 3 triangle on the Unit 2 square, right sides together (Fig. 10). Sew the

components together. Trim the excess fabric leaving a V4" seam

and press the triangle open to make (1) Unit 4 square (Fig. 11). Unit 4

8 Repeat Steps 6-7 to make (24) Unit 4
