8. Imitation or artificial plant material is not permitted. Artificial fruits and vegetables are
permitted.

9. Fairreserves the right to move arrangements, if necessary.

10. Please have identification on bottom of your arrangements. Fair will not be responsible
for loss or damage to personal property of exhibitors. Personal property must be
secured to the arrangement (If you do not want to lose it, don’t use it!) Exhibitor is NOT
allowed to make any changes or substitutions without going through the “Check-in”
process.
