Funded 
by the federal government, TRIO programs    
provide support, services, and resources to 
nearly one million students nationwide.

80% of Talent Search participants enroll in post-      
secondary institutions after high school. 

Talent Search helps students get on track early. 
Because students are accepted starting at age 11, 
Talent Search programs can help students build          
successful academic habits early. Students also have 
the opportunity to be connected with mentors and 
build a support system before starting high school.

Who is eligible for Talent Search?
u	 Middle and high school students age 11 and up 

(must have completed 5th grade)

u	 High school and college dropouts up to age 27 

Two-thirds of the students participating in a program must be 
income-eligible and potential first-generation college students. 
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
