Upward Bound Math and Science programs...

u	 provide intensive math and science training. 

u	 help students prepare for college entrance        
exams, including the ACT and SAT.

u	 provide tutoring.

u	 help students fill out college applications.

u	 offer mentoring and networking opportunities 
with math and science graduate students and 
college faculty.

u	 provide information on financial aid and help     
families complete the FAFSA.

u	 provide career counseling.

Upward Bound Math and Science is one of 
eight TRIO programs. The primary goal of this 
program is to give high school students the 
tools they need to confidently pursue a college 
degree in math and/or science.

86% of Upward Bound Math-Science participants 
enroll in college after high school.

Through instruction, tutoring, 
and advising, this program helps students gain 
the skills they need to succeed in high school and     
college. In addition to academic support in math 
and science, students gain important skills that 
will help them throughout their lives, such as time 
management, organization, and networking.

In addition to receiving academic
support and career counseling, UBMS connects       
students from similar backgrounds, providing them 
with a support system that can last for years.
