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Check your stash - here’s what you’ll need:

* (1) 10” x 7” scrap Main (Mitten)
e (1) 5” x 3” scrap Accent (Cuff)
* (1) 10” x 7” Backing and Batting

Assembly

1.

Trace Mitten and Cuff pattern (page 2) onto card
stock. Trace and cut 1 mitten from main and 1
cuff from accent fabric (Fig. 1).

Fold and press 1/4” hem on curved edge of cuff
(Fig. 2).

Stitch Cuff to mitten (Fig. 3) - love the blanket
stitch for this!

Stack Batting, Backing and Mitten (backing and
mitten right sides together) - see Figure 4.

Stitch around the mitten, leaving the bottom of
the mitten unsewn. Trim fabric close to the
stitching (Fig. 5).

Turn the mitten to the right side through the
opening (Fig. 6).

Pin the opening closed and topstitch closed all
the way around the mitten, about %” from the
outer edge (Fig. 7).

Stitch “ribbing” on the cuff by stitching straight
lines 1/4” apart (Fig. 8).

Brew a cup of coffee, and enjoy!
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
