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let us go back to the Word of God 
Throughout the Word and centuries of church history, God 
uses three or four particular prophets in every season; to 
prophesy the Word of the Lord. There is tendency today, that 
many in the prophetic community are replacing prophets for 
the Lord Jesus. We follow men more than to become disciples 
of Christ.We have forgotten to go back to the discipline of Bible 
study which is the root of our faith. Any prophet who draws 
attention to himself more than the Christ he is proclaiming, 
must re-orientate back to the Cross.

For thirty years, I kept digging in the Word because I saw many 
who walked in the Spirit without the Word, falling away. When 
the leadings stopped, they failed. They got uneasy whenever 
the Lord was not speaking to them and ran after other spirits. 

Jesus Himself said, “It is written in the Prophets..” He quoted 
what was already said. Did He say, “I am the Word of God, I 
spoke to those prophets in those times, now I am telling you 
something new, so I will replace whatever I spoke through the 
prophets?” No, He did not. Jesus was a continuation of the 
prophets in the natural yet at the same time, He was the Divine 
Word Who spoke from the day the world began. He continues 
to speak till the day it is going to end. Faith is a continuation 
of Jesus and the Word that will enable us to move forward. Be 
rooted in the Word and grow in the Spirit.

The prophetic community can be so tempted to prophesy, 
“Thus says the Lord!” without quoting any scriptures to 
someone who comes to them for prayer. It is important that we 
plant people strong in the Word. We need to be mindful Who 
we represent. His name must be remembered more than our 
names. The impression must be of the Cross not us.

ABIDE IN HIM
At present we are all facing the challenges of the Covid-19. 
Instead of keeping ourselves informed about this pandemic 
and allow anxiety to set in, let us go back to the Word of God 
and know that He is with us. The healing balm of Gilead will be 
upon you. I saw a beam of God’s glory all around my property 
and the Lord said to me, “All those who step into the land will 
be protected.” And God has done so till today. Praise His name.

It is a human instinct to push back when something pushes us. 
But we have forgotten, this must also be a spiritual instinct. 
The Bible says “no enemy can withstand you.” We need to 
bear in mind that when we feel the pressure of the enemy, the 
Lord Jesus Whose power no enemy can withstand, is in us and 
we are empowered to push back in Jesus’ name. This is the 
instinct we should have.

However, the Bible says it is only for “he who dwells in the 
secret place (Ps 91:1),” he who is dwelling in the shade, in the 
shadow of the Almighty, can withstand the enemy. The word 
“dwells” is in the present tense, not a one-time staying close to 
God, but abiding in Him always. 

Recently I was taken up to heaven and was amazed when I saw 
that shadows in heaven are not black or dark shadows as we 
see on earth. In heaven it is full of light and it goes before you 
and not behind. That is why He says He goes before you and 
prepares a place for us (Deut. 31:8). 

If we abide in the shadow of the Almighty, we are covered by 
the protection of God. There will be a divine layer all around us 
as we walk in the authority of faith.

As we dwell in the secret place of The Most High, we are to be 
mindful of our confessions because the Bible says “I will SAY 
of the Lord, He is my refuge.” ‘Say’ is a word of action. Say 
what you believe. And there is a determination factor here, it 
says “I WILL SAY, not I might, but I WILL”.

Early this year, before Singapore went into the lockdown 
mode due to the Covid-19, church worship services below 250 
members were still permitted to come together. We kept on 
declaring that those who came into the church, even if there 
were potential carriers (which we would not know), that the 
virus would die in Jesus’ name. With the regulation of safe 
distancing set in with no hand shakes allowed, we have to 
remember that as children of God, we are the first responders 
of faith. Jesus says when you touch and pray, one is healed. So 
we may not wear a glove but there is a glove of the Holy Spirit 
that will cover us. If there is one thing we can pass to others, it 
is our faith. Release faith that declares, we will SAY of the Lord, 
He is our refuge, our shield and buckler.

Everyone is talking about being socially responsible, must 
we not also be spiritually responsible to bring the message of 
healing to those who need it most?

MAKING A STAND IN CHALLENGING TIMES
All throughout history, God is looking for someone who will 
make a stand. The disciples did not make a stand as they ran 
away after the crucifixion of Jesus. Later all of them made a 
stand after Jesus was resurrected. Today, Jesus is still looking 
for His disciples who woud make the stand and say, “this King 
who was on the cross, is my King!” This is something God is 
putting in our hearts. Will you say it for Him, will you stand up 
for Him?

We find in Psalm 91

EIGHT challenges that are against us during this time:

1. The snare (trap) of the enemy (Vs 3)
These are things the enemy might do. It can be a trap that makes 
you sick. It can be a trap to cause you to speak wrong words. It  can 
be a trap to distract you from your walk in Christ or your calling.

2. The deadly pestilence (Vs 3)
God will protect us against the plagues that is coming against 
the nations. The focus should no longer be when the next virus 
is going to come, though it is good to know and to be prepared. 
Our FAITH must be prepared for the coming challenge, and what 
we must do to become carriers of the healing power of God. 

3. The fear of the the things that is around us (Vs 5)
It says “you will not fear the terror by night, nor the arrows that 
fly by day.” It is impossible not to fear but God says you shall not 
fear. We need to fight fear. When the coronavirus attacks the 
community, we may not get sick but we fear and this can kill 
us faster than the actual deadly pestilence. As children of God, 
our confidence is in the healing power of God. The reality is, if 
you are abiding under His shadow, when anyone with infection 
comes in close contact with you, that virus must die. Nothing 
by any means shall hurt you, so do not let fear eat you up. I am 
not saying, not to be wise or be careful but don’t be fearful.

4. The terror of the night; AND
5. Arrows that flies by day
The attacks get more intenive here. There will come a season, 
when we will be continuously exposed to deadly pestilences.
Day and night we will hear someone dying.

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The words “with long life I will satisfy him” is not about healing. 
This is not the healing level. As for His children, long life is 
living in divine health. I would like to share an encounter I had 
with the Lord. By His grace, I was brought into a garden where 
only those who are mature in the Lord and senior prophets are 
allowed to enter. The Lord told me to walk in front and I made a 
few steps forward. Each time I stepped and took my feet off the 
grass, those patches of grass that I stepped on, would come 
back alive, which I could see as if through a magnifying glass. 
Like an animation, the grass was smiling and growing back 
into life. As I kept on walking, every path was the life of heaven 
and the life of Jesus. The Lord said this is the place of divine 
health and there is no death here. 

Let us take time to anchor ourselves in the Word. That each 
of us become carriers of God’s presence, carriers of divine 
healing, carriers of “I will say of the Lord” for such a time as 
this. The Lord has called us as His Church to represent Him on 
earth. We represent the power of God on earth. We carry His 
name on earth. 

This will be the time when earth is waiting for the Church to 
rise up and shine for the glory of God. Amen. ■

We need to be wise. If we continue to watch too much of the 
news and less of the Word, it will bring fear into our hearts.

6. Pestilence that stalks in darkness (Vs 6)
The pestilence may not come near you, but it could be stalking 
you from the outside. Fear not. Nothing can come in because 
of the blood of Jesus. The demons cannot cross over that line.

Last year, I was in Chiangmai, Northern Thailand to do a ‘four 
days mountain route’ motorcycle ride. On the third day when 
I reached the bottom of the mountain, I was invited for coffee 
by a friend that I met along the ride. He brought me to a cafe 
called the ‘Witches’ Coffee House’. I told him that I will not go 
but he insisted. So I prayed in tongues as I walked towards the 
coffee house because there were life-sized witch mannequins 
all around it, some standing and some sitting on brooms. Even 
the coffee cups had the face of a witch on it. As I was praying, 
the Lord told me to open my spiritual eyes. As I opened my 
eyes, I could see all the witches in the spirit standing near the 
coffee house. The Lord told me to enter the coffee house. As I 
walked in, there was this light that surrounded me and I could 
hear the witches say, “he is here, give way, move away!” And 
they all moved away. This was how God showed me never to 
fear when we walk in God’s glory. When an anointed one of 
God walks in, every demon must give way.

7. The destruction (Vs 6)
In the Amplified version, it says you will hear of sudden deaths in 
these times. Do not let your heart grow weary or weaken in faith. 
When you hear of judgement, do not fear. When you hear the 
churches being shaken, do not be disheartened.

8. Close contact (Vs 7)
“ A thousand my fall at your side…”. 
The word “side” means close contact. Our faith is challenged 
when it is in close contact. To make it worse, ten thousand 
shall fall on the other side of you. However, God says nothing 
shall come near you. Therefore we are to remind ourselves that 
the grace of God that is in us is greater than any virus that is 
challenging us. The question is - who are you going to believe?

SEVEN things about your faith that matterS 
during these times:

1. Your confession matters 
Vs 1 “I will SAY…”. Speak what your faith says and not what your 
fear says. Speak the Word out of your heart not what comes out 
out of your mind.

2. Your faith matters 
Ps 91: 10-11 “no evil shall be allowed to befall you, no 
plague come near your tent. For He will command his angels 
concerning you to guard you in all your ways.”

This means your faith matters during this time and you can not 
afford to have weak faith. Romans 10:17 says, faith only comes 
by hearing the Word. It is the pure, unadulterated Word that 
builds your faith.

3. Your abiding with God matters in this season
He says in verse 1 “he who abides in the secret place”, and in 
verse 9, it says “you make the Lord your dwelling place”. It is a 
choice of a consistent, disciplined, close walk with God. This is 
the season that will reveal those who are abiding in God and 
those who stand by the way side.

4. Your love of God matters and it is measured
Verse 14 says “he who holds fast…” This is what God says, 
because we love Him much, He is going to protect us; because 
we know Him so much, He is going to answer us and deliver us. 
So grow in God. Take time to withdraw, at least ten minutes if you 
can, just to be with the Lord and thank Him for what He is doing. 
Spend time in the Word because the love is measured by God.

5. Your prayers matters to God
Verse 15 says “When he calls to me, I will answer him…” When 
we pray, God will be with us in trouble. He will rescue us and 
honor us, so learn to pray.

6. Your walk with God matters
We all want God to deliver us from trouble but sometimes 
trouble is necessary. We can self-inflict ourselves with problems 
due to foolishness. But He will always walk you through and 
bring you out of it. And that is what it means “I will be with him 
in trouble”. So at this moment, our walk matters with God.

7. Your testimony matters to God
The way we live our lives and the way we talk matters to God. 
Selfishness is ruling the world. People live for themselves. As a 
child of God, we are not afraid of lack because our providence 
comes from God.

The fact that God says in verse 15, “He will deliver us” means 
there will come a time when we may be stuck in situations in 
which we need a breakthrough or deliverance from God. We 
can be assured that as the Word of God says, we shall only 
look with our eyes and see the the recompense of the wicked 
and angels will be dispatched to guard us in all our ways. 
Having an experiential breakthrough in God creates your own 
personal testimonies to share with others that our God is not 
just a God of yesterday but He is a present help in times of need.
I shall conclude with this final verse:

When an anointed one 
of God walks in, every 
demon must give way.

“WILLING OBEDIENCE”
I have to admit that I struggled with my obedience. It was 
grudging obedience at first because I could not imagine leaving 
our families and church behind. I took months to overcome the 
pain while the Lord, very graciously taught me about ‘willing 
obedience’. And He prepared my heart layer by layer. Through 
many experiences and encounters, He finally brought me to 
that state of utter surrender and obedience. 

God will never force His children to obey but lovingly teach 
and prepare them to embrace the call of God.

Hebrew 11:8-10 says, “By faith  Abraham obeyed when he 
was called to go out to a place  that he was to receive as an 
inheritance. And he went out, not knowing where he was 
going. By faith he went to live in the land of promise…” God 
chose Abraham because He knew his heart of obedience. If 
Abraham, a pagan in that era could obey God, why can’t we, 
when we know, love and serve the true, living God! God wanted 
to see whether we would make that first step of obedience by 
moving over to Kings Mountain. And we did by His grace.

Let 
the name of Jesus be glorified, as we declare this place 
holy, this town as holy. We cancel any deeds of the 
enemy in the name of Jesus. We claim the right to our 
inheritance in the place that you have called us, Father. 
We thank you in Jesus’ name. Amen. ■
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Possess the land 
The simple words from our Lord Jesus to me was, “The min-
istry you have in Singapore is what you will have in USA.” 
Those words from Jesus sparked an apostolic faith in me 
to chart this new direction of planting work in USA. During 
Covid-19, when everyone one was in lockdown, we were 
set free to possess the land at the command of the Lord.

Upon planting a house fellowship, within a month, the Lord 
spoke to me about purchasing a church property in Shelby. 
The Lord introduced a couple, Gary and Gloria Day whom 
recommended the church property on sale. When I stood on the 
land, the Holy Spirit said, “Possess the land, not negotiate.” 
With limited funds, we paid a deposit and with an agreement 
to purchase, we moved into the new property on May 31, 2020. 
It was the Day of Pentecost. While we were in Singapore before 
the move, the Lord spoke to me in an audible voice saying, “I 
will give you a place that you will just plug and play.” I am 
surprised at the speed the Lord has been leading us to fulfil the 
Father’s will. The Lord also assembled like-minded people to 
join us to serve together in this new prophetic initiative.

There are many areas of improvement that is required for 
this new place, “The Home of the King.” We are trusting God 
to provide USD$500,0001 to pay off the cost of the property as 
well as to do some renovations to make this place ‘conference-
ready.’ We will launch ‘The Kings College of Prophets’ to 
start training the saints soon. We are trusting God to speak 
to His people so that we can be debt free and serve the Lord 
wholeheartedly. The Lord has sent me to build His house. To 
date we have already spent about $100,000 on payments and 
renovations and purchases. I will be writing more about this 
soon. Stand with us to believe God. 

1 More will be needed as we continue to build the place. 

We want to build a place where souls will be saved, delivered 
and empowered by the Presence of God. The Church will be a 
house of prayer, a teaching center where we can train people 
prophetically to become an end time army, as the Lord had 
specifically told me to prepare a remnant. He also spoke to me 
about training people in deliverance, to stand against wiles 
of the enemy. We will train our children to fast and pray so 
that they can receive the anointing for the last days. We are 
furnishing the classrooms to lecture-style, to facilitate the 
Bible School.

We are building our video ministry to continue to produce 
quality prophetic teaching. Stand with us to fulfill His will. 
Keep us in prayer covering that the Lord will open the doors of 
grace so that the work of God will not be hindered. Spiritual 
warfare has started but God has given us the victory.

Lord will arise upon you, and his 

glory will be seen upon you.” 
Isaiah 60:1-2

Now is the time for GOD’S Ekklesia, the 
ruling Body of Christ on earth to take 
her position and shine brightly for the 
Lord. This is not the time to cower and 
hide within the comfort of our church 
buildings. This is not the moment to react 
and respond like the world, Instead, we 
have been given a divine opportunity by 
God to reconfigure our hearts and walk 
the talk. 

True believers will answer the the call 
of God to go forth in love and power to 
reach a world in chaos and turmoil. True 
believers will be on edge with what is 
happening and will yearn to see God’s 
grace and mercy extended to the lost, the 
broken, and those who are in desperate 
need of hope and affirmation in these 
trying times.

“Religion that is pure and undefiled 
before God the Father is this: to 

visit orphans and widows in their 
affliction, and to keep oneself 

unstained from the world.”
James 1:27 ESV

We are answering the call and moving 
forward by faith. There is no better 
opportunity to exercise our faith in 
Christ than in times such as this. With 
that burden and desire at heart, we 
have come together with local churches 
and leaders within the body of Christ 
in Manado, Indonesia to reach out to 
the poor and broken and to bring them 

relief in the name of our Lord Jesus. As a 
nation, Indonesia is not prepared to face 
a pandemic such as Covid-19. There is 
insufficient medical testing equipment 
made available for the general public 
and hundreds of thousands and even 
millions are in need of basic necessities 
such as food and sanitary items. Those 
who are barely making enough to 
provide food for their family is hard hit as 
most businesses are closed and there is 
absolutely zero income with no savings 
to help them get through each day.

In response to the impact from 
coronavirus, we have provided basic 
food and sanitary items to more than 
250 families. Each packet given would 
consist of a bag of uncooked rice, cooking 
oil, instant noodles, canned sardines, 
milk, reusable masks, and a bar of soap.

We have formed a local ministry within 
Manado called Manado Revival Alliance. 
Currently our team consists of more 
than 40 individuals from different local 
churches. Our desire is to see lasting 
reformation and transformation in the 
region, and we know that it begins with 
the body of Christ.

While distributing these relief packets, we 
targetted villages and small communities 
with the highest concentration of people 
who are homeless or are working as trash 
collectors and other jobs with the least 
amount of income. As we provided these 
packets, we offered to pray for them and 
tell them that they are loved by the Lord 
Jesus. Most of the people reached by our 
team are non-believers.

We have just finished our 4th wave of 
relief distribution and are currently 
working with the police force in Manado. 
We have provided 2 disinfectant sprays 
for the police force as well as reusable 
masks and protective gear for them to 
better serve the community.

In total, we have raised more than $3,000 
USD and will continue to believe God for 
more resources in order to broaden our 
scope in our relief efforts. We are now 
looking to the small villages within the 
Minahasa region and will partner with the 
local churches in order to have a better 
understanding of the needs of the people.

We thank God that He is our ever faithful 
JEHOVAH JIREH. The Body of Christ must 
understand that giving is one of the most 
powerful weapon of warfare prescribed 
by heaven. Our giving that comes from 
a genuine heart has the power to uproot 
fear and release unspeakable joy and 
hope in the lives of those who are hurting. 
As we pay attention to the needs of those 
around us, our Heavenly Father will 

surely supply our personal needs more 
abundantly.

The Christian faith is full of action and 
therefore, we must be doers who act. 
The Book of James says, 

“But the one who looks into the 
perfect law, the law of liberty, and 

perseveres, being no hearer who 
forgets but a doer who acts, he 

will be blessed in his doing.” 
James 1:25 ESV
