Setae don't work well on paper,
but they are perfect for crawling through soil.
Give your worm some dirt, and let it spend
an entire night exploring.

Take a clean, clear plastic bottle and have Welcome your wiggly friend to Hotel Worm,

an adult cut away the top. Fill the bottle and cover the entire container with

with soil and leaf bits. aluminum foil to block out
the light.
