CROSS was created with the theme of hidden Christians and pride in Nagasaki.
CROSS was inspired by Leonardo da Vinci's "The Last Supper".
The "Last Supper" is a depiction of the supper Jesus Christ had 

with his 12 disciples on the night before his crucifixion, 
and is also called the "Lord's Supper. 

" It is described in the "Gospel of Mark" and "Gospel of Luke"
in the New Testament, where Jesus points out the betrayer 

and says that the bread and wine are his body and blood. In other words, 
it is a holy painting that represents the prophecy of betrayal and 

the establishment of the Mass, but I don't feel anything religious in this painting,
and even though it was painted in 1495-1497, it still looks like something 

we see everyday. I added it to the CROSS series as my answer.
There are two types of CROSS with Jesus crucified, 

a COIN with Mary carved on the front and Jesus bearing the cross on the back, 
who is unable to bear it, and a CREST that looks like something from a church.... 

The rosary style CROSS was created with fine engraving techniques 
and the best finish for each.

The rosary style cross has a brass crucifix on top of a silver crucifix, 
a silver Jesus on top of the brass crucifix, and the hands and 

feet (where the quills are struck) are screwed together to form one piece.
 Inspired in its manufacture by the fine workmanship of the netsuke attached 

to the end of Japanese inro, the crucifixion of Christ is characterized 
by very fine digging. The grain of the wood on the cross and the nodding Jesus,

 whose body rises to the surface, create an atmosphere that is somewhat 
different from that of many other hand-carved crosses.

 The COIN carved with Mary and Jesus is made as if it were a coin of the time,
 unlike the two CROSS and CREST. The deeply and tightly carved coins 

are buffed more than necessary to give them a worn look.  
It represents the COIN in the wallet of Judas.

 The imaginary CREST is deliberately made to look as if 
it were made with a press, and then slightly scratched and smoked to finish it. 

The atmosphere of this piece is somewhere between 
the two CROSS and COIN pieces. 

 It expresses the feelings of the 12 disciples, 
and the feelings of the viewers of this painting.
