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SURFACE PREPARATION

Prepare surface by sanding, grinding, sandblasting or
shot blasting to achieve a clean, porous and uniform
ex posed aggregate finish with a CSP (Concrete
Surface Profile) rating of “2” that will allow the
product to penetrate the surface.

MILDEW

DO NOT PAINT OVER MILDEW. Mildew is a fungus,
brown, black, gray or even white in color, and will
rapidly grow through any coating applied over it. A
solution of 50% household bleach and 50% water will
kill the mildew.

MIXING
