To use HP WorkScan, download the Windows or Mac version of the HP WorkScan software to your computer at 
hpworksolutions.com/setup. Then, follow the instructions that appear on your screen to install the software. 
Once you open the software, the main layout will appear:

The Thumbnail view allows you to select and view other pages that were scanned in more detail.

Two buttons will appear once a page in the Thumbnail view is selected or 
highlighted over. Click the X button to delete the selected page. Click the 
rotate button to rotate the selected page 90° clockwise.

NOTE:
The X and rotate buttons will not appear if the window 
size of the software is too small.

Once a scanner is connected, you are ready to scan.

Fit page view

The Fit page view allows you to zoom in and out and preview the main page you are working on. This is the view 
you would use to crop or edit the selected page.

Scan settings

The Scan settings allow you to adjust settings such as one-sided scanning, color mode, resolution, and input 
page size. 

Click “Expand” to expand the dropdown menu of the scan settings. 
Click “Collapse” to retract the menu. Click “See all” to see the scan 
settings menu in full where you will find additional options like page 
orientation or item.

Edit menu

The Edit menu allows you to adjust the brightness, contrast, midtone, and so on of your scanned document.

The Erase Edges option allows you to enable or disable the deletion of the edges on the selected page.

Click the “Auto Exposure” checkbox to automatically optimize the exposure of an image.

Click the “Enable edge erase” checkbox to unlock the option to erase edges. Customize how 
much of the edge you erase from each side using the directional selectors. Or click the “Make 
all edges the same” checkbox to change all the sides with the same measurement all at once. 

Use the brightness slider or selector to lower or raise the brightness of the selected page. 

Use the contrast slider or selector to lower or raise the contrast of the selected page.

Use the midtone slider or selector to lower or raise the midtone of the selected page.

Once you have made your changes, click the “Apply” button to apply your changes.

The Cleanup Background option allows you to enable or disable the background cleanup of the selected page.

Click the “Enable Cleanup Background” checkbox to unlock other options. Select 
“Remove background” to make the background white or select “Smooth background” to 
make the background a consistent color with the rest of the selected page. 

Use the sensitivity slider or selector to adjust the sensitivity of the background cleanup. 

Click the “Remove Holes” checkbox to remove holes in the selected page. 

Use the Fill color dropdown to select the color 
the erased edges are replaced with between 
white, black, or page color. 

Use the Units dropdown to change the unit of 
measurements used to erase the edges of 
the selected page.

Use the Rotate section to rotate the selected page either 
90° clockwise or 90° counterclockwise.

Use the Crop section to make a selection and adjust the 
selection you made.

The Crop menu allows you to crop or rotate the selected page.

Click the “New selection” option to select an area on your scan to edit. Click the Delete selection option to white 
out the area selected. Click the “Save selection” option to confirm the cropping of the selected area. Click the 
“Cancel” option to remove the current selection.

The Page orientation dropdown allows you 
to change the orientation of the selected 
page between detect orientation, portrait, 
or landscape.

NOTE: 

Detect orientation allows the software to adjust the 
orientation of the selected page based on the layout of 
the document.

The Item dropdown allows you to select the 
paper type of the selected page between 
document, photo, or office document.

Color mode dropdown allows you to 
change the color mode of your document 
between color, gray, halftone, black/white, 
or auto detect color.

Auto scan allows you to load your document into the feeder and it will automatically scan. After you have 
completed all your scans, click the "Stop Auto Scan" button.

In the Image quality tab, you can adjust the exposure for color and gray.

In the Document tab, you can find options like erase edges, cleanup background, and remove hole.

Click the “Device settings” option from the sidebar. In the Device settings menu, you can view or remove 
the selected scanner. 

The sleep mode dropdown in the device settings page gives you the option to adjust the time it takes for the scanner to enter sleep mode. 

The auto shutoff dropdown in the device settings page gives you the option to adjust the time it takes for the scanner to automatically 
shut off when not in use.

Click the “About” option from the sidebar. In the About menu, you can view the End User License 
Agreement or Legal & Privacy.

Click the “Support” option from the sidebar. In the Support menu, you will find the support page link and 
contact information for assistance.

Zoom slider

The zoom slider is used to zoom in or out on the current document. You can also use the plus and minus buttons 
to zoom as well.

Reset page

The Reset page button clears all the edits made to the current document and does not affect other documents. 

Scan button

The Scan button is used to initiate a scan when the paper is detected near the feeder of the scanner.

Auto scan checkbox

Auto scan allows you to load your document into the feeder and it will automatically scan. After you have 
completed all your scans, click the "Stop Auto Scan" button.

New scans

In order to start a new set of scanned documents that won't be added to the same set of previously scanned 
documents, you must exit out of the software and start it up again.

Save / save as button

The Save/save as button allows you to save your scanned document.

NOTE: 
When the Save as dialogue box appears, the save as type dropdown box will be set to PDF by default. Use the dropdown to change how 
you want your file to save as.

•  Clean the scanner if vertical lines or stripes appear on the scanned images.

Care and maintenance

Scanner operation pro tips

1.   Turn off and unplug the scanner.
2.  Open the scanner cover.  To open the cover, lift up the top portion of the feeder.
3.  Press the release button within the scanner to open the feeder cover. 
4.  Wipe the separation pad, glass, and feeding rollers in the scanner with a cleaning cloth. 

NOTE:
Do not use any solvents or corrosive liquid to clean any parts of the scanner.

Cleaning the scanner

Replace the feed roller when scanned documents are blurred or obstructed.

1.   Open the scanner cover.
2.  Press the release button within the scanner to open the feeder cover
3.  Open the roller cover. 
4.  Slide the feed roller to left.
5.  Remove the feed roller.
6.  Attach the new feed roller. Insert the left end of the shaft into the notch and slide the feed roller to the right.
7.   Close the roller cover. Then, close the feeder cover.

Replacing the feed roller

Replace the separation pad when scanned documents are blurred or obstructed.

1.   Open the scanner cover.
2.  Press the release button within the scanner to open the feeder cover.
3.  Press the two arms of the separation pad inwardly. Then, lift it up to remove the separation pad.
4.  Hold the two arms of the separation pad and attach the new separation pad.

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Problem

Feeder cover is misplaced

Solution

Set the feeder cover in place properly and restart the scanner.

Troubleshooting

Paper jam
Remove the paper and restart the scanner. To remove paper, the scanner cover must be opened. To 
reveal the interior, lift up the top portion of the scanner. Then, press the release button on the feeder 
cover to lift it up. The interior cover should only be opened for cleaning and removing paper jam.
