B. Wall Mounting

F. Ringer Settings

You may adjust the ringer volume
(shown in figure | 1) and tone
(pitch) of ring of your P300SP
phone to suit your needs.When set
on high, the ringer produces a tone
that reaches approximately 75
decibels.

G. AUDIO Output

» Static/Interference on line: Check cords and connections. Relocate phone to

different phone jack.

from underneath casing.
