Ring Sizer
In order to determine your ring size, we ask you to use the two 
di�erent ways shown below. You may use just one, but we 
recommend using both in order to cross check the results and 
minimize the possibility of making a mistake.

First, using the sizer strip you have cut out, place it around the 
�nger on which you wish to wear your ring. Make the numbers face 
outward and pull the sizer through the slit over the largest part of 
your �nger (possibly your knuckle). Be sure to pull it tightly for a 
more accurate sizing. Look at the slit and write down the number 
that lines up with it.

Before printing be sure that page scaling is set to “none”.

Second, use your own ring that �ts the �nger on which you wish to 
wear your new ring. Place the ring onto the circular sizers. 
Whichever circle your ring �ts most closely with will be your ring 
size. If it falls in between sizes, go with the larger one.

The number results for both should match. If they do not, we 
suggest that you use the larger one to insure that you will be able to 
wear it when you receive it. Please note that your �ngers will always 
measure smallest when it is cold, so you will not want to measure 
when they are cold.
