Iv. When wrapping the zip tie for the rear strap make sure it Is not in contact with

the exhaust of the motorcycle.

v. After installation Is complete make sure the straps are long enough to go around
your waist when the tank bag Is transformed into a backpack. It is not necessary

to cut the strap because the Velcro keeper will secure any extra strap length.

Step 1

Use the included harness (Fig 1.) to strap around the front frame of the bike. The buckles should be facing the rear

of the bike (Fig 2.)

Now loosen the straps and attach the tank bag to the front harness. Tighten both straps until you find a suitable

position for the tank bag.

Step 3
Pick a mounting point on the lower frame of the motorcycle that is close to where the rear straps fall. Wrap a zip tie

around the mounting point, being careful not to clench any wires or cables. (See Fig 3.) Use 2 zip ties to secure

the mount and cut off the excess zip tie with a plier (Fig 4.)

Repeat the same for the other side.

Adjust the length of both the rear straps, pull them
tight and close the velcro. To secure the extra
