The Florence Choral Course is an intensive week
of advanced choral training in the heart of the
Italian Renaissance, Florence, Italy. Aspiring
professional singers attend an immersive
programme of rehearsals, workshops and
individual vocal lessons, alongside tours and
lectures in Italian Renaissance history,
culminating in performances in some of
Florence’s most iconic buildings. 

Based in the beautiful Palazzo Corsini al Prato,
home of the prestigious Fondazione Mascarade
Opera, singers learn the art of Italian polyphony,
perfecting skills of ensemble musicianship,
phrasing, pronunciation, historically informed
performance, vocal production and choral
technique. Alongside this, historians lead lectures
in Renaissance history and musicology,
supplemented with visits to famous historical
monuments and archives.

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The Florence Choral Course is led by professional
singers whose experience includes the Papal Choir
of the Sistine Chapel, international opera
companies and world-leading vocal ensembles, as
well as Masterclasses by major celebrated artists-
which in previous years have included soprano and
early music pioneer Dame Emma Kirkby, and
Director of Milan Cathedral Choir, Maestro Massimo
Palombella. 

The Florence Choral Course is the only course in
the world devoted exclusively to the music of
Italian Renaissance. 

As such it is a unique opportunity for aspiring
singers to broaden their musical horizons and
deepen their cultural understanding of this
monumental repertoire.

M A R K  S P Y R O P O U L O S  

Mark Spyropoulos read Music at Trinity College Dublin and then
trained as a singer in London at the Guildhall School of Music & Drama
under Laura Sarti and later at English National Opera. He has
performed with several ensembles in London and France including
with William Christie at the Opéra Royal de Versailles, Opera Holland
Park, the Philharmonia Chorus and the Chapel Royal, Hampton Court. 
In 2015 he became the first British singer to join the Papal Choir of the
Sistine Chapel. With the Sistina, Mark has recorded four albums with
Deutsche Grammophon including several world-première recordings,
winning the Echo Klassik Prize for Cantate Domino in 2015. He has
toured extensively across Europe, South Korea, the USA and Canada,
appearing as both a chorister and a soloist. Mark has also made several
TV and radio appearances discussing choral music, including
interviews on RAI, Sky Arts, CBS 60 Minutes, Fox News, BBC Breakfast,
the BBC World Service and BBC Radio 3's 'In Tune'. He has lectured in
London at the China Exchange and at Eton College in addition to
contributing to articles for the Independent on Sunday, Early Music
Today, The Tablet and The Guardian. In 2020 he starred in the BBC
documentary Inside the Vatican. 
In November 2018, Mark established the Sacred Music Programme
with a mission to research the sacred choral music of Medici Florence.
To facilitate this, he founded Vox Medicea, a bespoke choir of
Renaissance specialists based in London. As Music Director of Vox
Medicea, Mark has directed concerts in London and Florence, and an
extended broadcast feature for the CBS Sunday Morning programme.
In July 2022, he launched the Florence Choral Course, offering
advanced choral training in Renaissance repertoire.



S E N I O R  V O C A L  C O A C H  

K R I S  B E L L I G H  

Originally from Belgium, Kris studied at the Guildhall School of Music &
Drama in London and the Royal Scottish Academy in Glasgow. Since
making his debut as the Count Almaviva at the Longborough Festival,
Kris performs regularly in Europe’s leading opera houses and concert
halls, including English National Opera, De Nederlandse Opera, Royal
Opera La Monnaie, Opéra de Rennes, Opera de Rouen, Opera-Ballet
Flanders, Palais des Beaux Arts Brussels and the Erkel Theatre Budapest. 
Recent appearances include three productions at the Royal Opera La
Monnaie: Eugene Onegin, The Nose, and the world première of Howard
Moody’s new opera Solar; Hector Pàrra’s opera Les Bienveillantes for
Opera-Ballet Flanders; and a series of Bernstein Centenary concert
performances of West Side Story with the Accademia di Santa Cecilia in
Rome conducted by Sir Antonio Pappano. 
On the concert stage, Kris has worked with William Christie and
Christophe Rousset in concert tours of Lully’s Armide and Rameau’s
Hippolyte et Aricie, and toured Germany with Frieder Bernius and the
Stuttgart Kammerchor performing the integral Psalmen Davids by
Schütz and Penderecki. Other highlights include Zatopek!, an opera
created for the London Olympics and BBC Radio 3, and a concert tour of
new works written for him by Belgian composers with both the Malibran
String Quartet and Musiques Nouvelles. 
This season Kris will sing Mendelssohn’s Elijah with the Brussels
Philharmonic and will be returning to Opera- Ballet Flanders in Die
Fledermaus, and the world première of Le Rapport de Brodeck by Daan
Janssens. 
As a vocal couch and singing teacher, Kris is in high demand across
Belgium and the Low Countries. He is also an affiliate of the Flemish
Koor & Stem Choral Foundation and a senior vocal coach at the Louvain-
La-Neuve University Summer School and the Florence Choral Course.

T O M  H A M M O N D - D A V I E S

A leading specialist in choral conducting, Tom studied music at the
University of Oxford before honing his skills under the tutelage of Paul
Spicer at the Royal Birmingham Conservatoire. Since then, he has
gained global acclaim as one of the top choral conductors in the world.

In 2017, Tom founded the Oxford Bach Soloists (OBS) with the mission
of performing the complete works of Johann Sebastian Bach
chronologically and programmed in real-time. The ensemble aims to
provide an authentic experience by emulating the original liturgical,
ecclesiastical, instrumental, and choral settings of Bach’s music. Under
Tom's leadership, the baroque ensemble and singers have performed
concerts that are celebrated worldwide, capturing the hearts of both
seasoned and new Bach enthusiasts while nurturing the next
generation of soloists.

Beyond OBS, Tom has appeared at the BBC Proms at the Royal Albert
Hall, the Three Choirs Festival, and the Oxford International Song
Festival. His other roles include serving as a Trustee of the Sir George
Dyson Trust, Director of Music at the City Church of St Michael at the
North Gate, Oxford, and as a faculty member for the Oxford Cultural
Leaders programme.

In September 2023, Tom was appointed Director of Music at Wadham
College, Oxford. The college is known for its strong musical tradition,
particularly through the Holywell Music Room, the oldest purpose-built
concert hall in Europe, and Wadham’s highly regarded chapel choir.
