1 - Preparation

U 1.1 - Slide seat forward and raise to highest position, if possible.

U 1.2 - Lift headrest up by pressing the button on the side of the headrest and pulling up.

U 1.3 - Turn the trim pieces at the top of the seat back counter clockwise to loosen them.

U 1.4 - Use a small flat screwdriver to release the headrest retainer at the base of each headrest post by prying it up
and forward at the same time. Instructions here: ttcovers.com/chevyheadrest

U 1.5 - Once both retainers are released, pull the headrest out of the seat back.
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2.1 - Unhook both elastic straps from under the seat bottom to release the seat back flap.
2.2 - Lean seat back forward.

2.3 - Turn seat back cover 3/4 of the way inside out and pull over seat back.

2.4 - Line holes in cover up with headrest holes.

2.5 - Continue pulling the cover down over the seat, unrolling it as you go.

2.6 - Push factory seat back flap into space between seat back and seat bottom.

2.7 - Push front flap between seat back and seat bottom.

2.8 - Pull front flap as tight as possible and fasten to Velcro on seat back.

3.1 - Put cover over seat bottom.

3.2 - Tuck cover behind plastic trim around seat. The seams in the cover will line up with seat seams.

3.3 - Tuck outside string between seat bottom and trim, where the back and bottom meet. Inside string goes under
seat bottom, in front of rear seat mount.

3.4 - Push top flap between seat back and seat bottom. Pull tight to line cover up with seat bottom.

3.5 - Pull strings tight.

3.6 - Secure with StringLock (see next page).

3.7 - Run front flaps over all seat adjustment levers, wires, and brackets.

3.8 - Pull front flaps as tight as possible and fasten to Velcro on top flap.

3.9 - Fasten long flap from seat back under seat bottom.
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THE STRINGLOCK

Run one string through the channel on the
end of the StringlLock.

Pull the string tight, pulling the StringLock
towards one edge of the seat. Press the
string into the clamp, locking it in place.

Run the second string through the
StringLock just like the other one.

Pull the loose end of the second string until
everthing is tight and lock it into place as
well.




4 - Install Headrest Cover

4.1 - Put headrest back in seat by pressing it back into place.

4.2 - Pull cover over head rest with “loop” Velcro in front and “hook” Velcro in rear.
4.3 - Fasten Velcro tabs together under headrest.

4.4 - Tuck cover behind plastic trim around button.



5 - Install Console Back Cover

5.1 - Feed cover between console back and bottom.

5.2 - Tip lid up.

5.3 - Pull cover over lid, lining latch handle up with hole in cover.
5.4 - Close lid and tip console up.

5.5 - Pull cover up and over seat back.

5.6 - Fasten cover around the seat belt.

5.7 - Pull rear side straps tight and fasten to rear of console.

5.8 - Fasten small black straps inside console, behind the latch.

U 6.1 - Pull cover over seat bottom.
U 6.2 - Pull cover tight and fasten Velcro around bottom of cover to factory upholstery.
