Get Ready
e Know your Wi-Fi network and password
e Make sure your mobile device is running iOS 9 or higher or Android 5.1x or higher
e Make sure you're connecting to a 2.4GHz Wi-Fi network (Device cannot connect to 5GHz networks)
e  Find an existing light socket (E26 shape)
e Connect your phone to the same Wi-Fi network you wish to connect the devices to

Device Setup

Turn the power off. Screw in the bulb and turn on the power. The bulb should be quickly flashing 2 x per second white. If not reset bulb.
How do I reset the device and what does the blinking light mean?

Reset the plug by pressing and holding the button for 3 seconds until the indicator light is flashing rapidly.

- Reset one time: Turn off and on 3 times to reach Easy mode (Fast blinking, 2x per second)

- Reset again, turn off and on another 3 times to reach AP Mode (Slow blinking, every 3 seconds)

Wi-Fi Setup

Fast Mode

Open App and press the + sign in the top corner.

Select LED Bulb

Confirm the bulb is blinking rapidly white for easy mode (If not see reset procedure above)
Enter your Wi-fi password

From your main device list, click on the device you want to edit, then

press the pencil icon on the top right for advanced settings. Modify Device Name Living room light
Device Name: Press to rename your device to something like “Bedroom” Device Sharing
or “Kids’ Room”.

How to use Bulb
Open the bulb you wish to control from the menu and turn it on

Change the Color
e  Select the “White” tab for white color
e  Select the “Colour” tab for colors
e Under colours, move the Dot along the ring to change color
e  Adjust the brightness and temperature with the bottom sliders

Scene (Allows for different moods or color combinations)

Edit a scene (not all scenes are editable)

Select the scene

Press the pencil icon to adjust the colors in the scene

Press the 3 little lines in the circle to adjust saturation, brightness, and speed

Schedule (To turn the bulb on or off on a schedule, according to the last state it was on)
e  Select "Scheduler”
e  Select “Add Schedule” (at the bottom)

®  Set the time you want the bulb to be activated

e  Set how often you want to repeat the task

e  Setif you want the bulb to turn on or off (You will need to make 2 schedules if you want the bulb to turn on at a certain time and off at a
certain time)

e  Press Save (top right)

Smart Tab

Scene
Carry out a set of actions when you click the button, like turn on multiple devices on or off at the same time
e  Press the + sign in the top right corner
e  Edit the name of the scene by clicking the pencil icon
e Change the background image of the scene by pressing the photo icon
e  Click the + symbol to add a device to control in the scene
e  Select the function you want that device to perform
e  Select if you want to put a shortcut to the scene on the home page.
e  You can do this for multiple devices you want to control all at once
Automation
Performs certain actions when certain conditions are met (If this then that)
e  Press “Add Automatic Action” in the middle or the + sign in the top right
e  Edit the name of the automation by clicking the pencil icon
e  Change the background image of the automation by pressing the photo icon
e  Select the option if you want any or all conditions met
e  Press the + sign to add a condition
e  Select a condition
e  Select the condition options
o Select “Next” upper right-hand corner
e  Press the + sign next to “Carry out the following actions”
e  Select the action or device you wish to activate
e  Select the option you want to happen
e  Select the valid time period
e  Press “Save” top right-hand corner



Frequently Asked Questions

1. Can | share with family and friends?

Yes, you can share your Devices with family and friends who will have access to view the Device and control your bulbs, plugs, and other Premier
devices. In the Premier app, press the Profile button and click on the “Device Sharing” button, and you will be able to give or revoke sharing
permissions. In order to share, the other user should already have downloaded the Premier app and registered a new account.

2. Can | group multiple Premier devices together?

Yes, you can group multiple devices of the same type together, by room, location, or however else you want. The same devices can be in multiple
groups. For example, create a group for “Bedroom” and another group for “Entire House”, and your Bedroom lights can be included in both groups.
From your main device list, click on one of the devices you want to group, press the “*- ” button on the top right for advanced settings, and click
Create Group. You'll then be able to choose which devices you’d like to group together and will be able to rename them.

3. How Many Devices Can | Control?

Premier’s app can control an unlimited number of devices in an unlimited amount of locations. Your router may have a limit of how many devices
can be connected to one router.

5. My Premier device has a funny name. How do | rename it?

From your main device list, click on one of the devices you want to rename, press the “:*+ ” button on the top right for advanced settings, and click
Modify Device Name. You’ll then be able to choose a more familiar name.

6. The bulb appears offline or unreachable, what should | do?

Make sure your Wi-Fi router is online and in range. Make sure you have the latest functionality by clicking “Check for firmware update” in your
device settings.

7. What'’s the Wireless Range?

The range of your home Wi-Fi is heavily dependent on your home router and the conditions of the room. Check with your router specifications for
exact range data.

8. If my Wi-Fi/Internet goes down, will Premier still work?

Premier products need to be connected to Wi-Fi in order to use them remotely.

Check whether there are any Internet connection
problems. If the
o  Wi-Fisignal is too weak, reset your Wi-Fi router and try again.
