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The following instructions show the process of installing 
the Crossroads into 4 studs spaced at 16” apart on center. 
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24” Stud Spacing
If you have studs spaced at 24” on center, you can use 3 
studs to install the condo as shown below. We’ve marked 
the two mounting planks where you will need to use a 1/4” 
drill bit and included drywall anchors in the top two brack-
et holes.

Assemble each Pole Section by screwing them 
together on a Threaded Rod with a Pole Connector 
sandwiched between each section. Be sure to 
tighten each section until firm, but do not 
over-tighten or it can pull threaded inserts from 
the plastic caps. Two Pole Sections will be using a 
Leaf Shelf in place of the Pole Connectors. 
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3 4 Angled Pole 5
Cover one end of the Scratching Pole with a Pole Cap. Set 
the Horizontal Bracket in the inset and screw a Pole Bolt 
down through both pieces using the M5 Allen Wrench. 
Repeat for the other Pole Cap*

Cover one end of the Scratching Pole with a Pole Cap. Set 
the Angled Bracket in the inset. Begin twisting the Pole 
Bolt by hand, then tighten it the rest of the way using the 
M5 Allen Wrench.

Because of the odd shape of this bracket, it’s easiest to 
start the Pole Bolt by hand, then tightening with the M5 
Allen Wrench.  Repeat for the other Pole Cap*.

Using a Mounting Plank attached to the second 
set of grommets, stretch the Canvas to the next 
stud to locate the Mounting Plank position. Use 
the Level to ensure the Hammock is even.

Once you locate the next Plank location, install 
the Bottom Mounting Screw. 

Remove the Angled Pole. Install two Top 
Mounting Screws through the mounting 
bracket holes. 

Place the Angled Pole back on the Mounting 
Plank. Then, lower the Escape Hatch and Plank 
Top into place. Tighten down each set of 
Furniture Screws.

Screws to fasten down the Vertical Pole. 

Stretch the 3-Grommet Canvas to the next stud 
to locate the Mounting Plank position. Install the 
Bottom Mounting Screw and Top Mounting 
Screws. 

Place the Plank Top and install two Furniture 
Bolts with the Allen/Phillips Bit.
