


Gerry Mulligan '63: The Concert Jazz Band was a
notable ensemble led by American jazz baritone
saxophonist Gerry Mulligan. The group was formed
in 1960 and gained recognition for its innovative
approach to large ensemble jazz. The name "Gerry
Mulligan '63" referred to the year in which the band
was formed.

The Concert Jazz Band featured a lineup of talent-
ed jazz musicians, including brass and woodwind
players, rhythm section, and sometimes guest
soloists. The group’'s arrangements and composi-
tions were known for their sophistication and often
featured intricate harmonies and inventive orches-
trations.

One of the distinctive aspects of Mulligan's Concert
Jazz Band was its inclusion of both brass and
woodwind sections, which was somewhat unusual

for jazz bands at the time. This allowed for a
unique blend of textures and colors in the music.

The band released several albums during its
existence, including "Gerry Mulligan '63: The
Concert Jazz Band" (1960), "Concert Jazz Band
at the Village Vanguard” (1960), and "Holliday
with Mulligan” (1961), among others. These
recordings showcased the band's ability to per-
form a wide range of jazz styles, from traditional
to more avant-garde compositions.

Gerry Mulligan '63: The Concert Jazz Band
played a significant role in expanding the possibil-
ities of large ensemble jazz and contributed to the
evolution of the genre during the 1960s. Gerry
Mulligan remained a prominent figure in the jazz
world, known for his skills as a baritone saxo-
phonist, composer, and bandleader.
