
Leontyne Price is an acclaimed Ameri-
can soprano, celebrated for her rich 
voice and exceptional performances in 
opera. Born on February 10, 1927, in 
Laurel, Mississippi, she rose to promi-
nence in the mid-20th century and 
became one of the first African Ameri-
can opera singers to achieve interna-
tional stardom.
